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National Arab-American Service Project





The first annual National Arab-American Service Day (NAASD) will take place on September 24, 2005. This event brings Arab-Americans and other Americans together to serve their neighborhoods and communities, recognizing Arab Americans’ commitment to giving back to America.  





The project in Michigan will be spearheaded by AmeriCorps & VISTA Arab-American Resource Corps (ARC) members doing their service in Dearborn, MI at the Arab Community Center for Economic and Social Services (ACCESS). In partnership with the Mexicantown Community Development Corporation (MCDC), volunteers will serve the Latino community in Southwest Detroit by doing graffiti removal, gardening, painting litter baskets, and repainting lockers in a 100 year-old school that is still in use.





Nationally, 61 ARC members are currently serving in 13 different Arab-American community-based organizations across the United States.  These sites will all be participating in the National Arab-American Service Day by selecting a project that is based on a specific need in their city.  For the first time ever, Arab-Americans are joining Americans around the country by setting aside one day to engage in volunteerism and celebrate diversity.  Arab-Americans have worked hard to make this country a better place.  NAASD is an opportunity to demonstrate this generosity of spirit.
