“The Relay Center Is Calling”


If you answer the telephone and a person says, “The Relay Center is calling,” don’t hang up!  You are receiving a call from someone who has a hearing or speech disability and is using the Relay Center to place a call. 


Relay Center users include people who can hear and speak clearly but need to contact someone with a hearing or speech disability; people who are deaf, hard-of-hearing, or deaf/blind and use a TTY (teletypewriter); and people who can hear clearly but have difficulty speaking on the phone.  You can connect with the Relay Center by dialing “711” anywhere in the United States.
