Explanation of Printout Items on Final X0107

Secondary Funding Report
In Column 1, under the column headings for each page, you will see a series of numbers in each of five lines, which identifies the following:

Line 1 ‑
Consists of a two‑digit number, representing the CEPD; and a five‑digit number and name, representing the Fiscal Agency.

Line 2 -
Consists of a five-digit number and name, representing the Operating District.


Line 3 ‑
Consists of a four-digit number and name, representing the Building in which the vocational programs occur.


Line 4 ‑
Consists of a five-digit PSN (program serial number); the corresponding six-digit  CIP Code; and the Program Name.


Line 5 ‑
Consists of a two-digit Course Number and Course Name within the program listed on Line 4.

Column 2
Beginning Month.  The two digits in this column indicate the month in which each section begins.

Column 3
Section Number.  Each course listed in Column 1 consists of at least one section.  The section numbers assigned appear in this column. 

Column 4
Minutes Per Week.  The minutes per week that each section (class) meets appear in this column.

Column 5
Number of Weeks.  The number of weeks per year that each section meets appears in this column.

Column 6
Beginning (Enrollment).  Entries in this column reflect the section‑level September Fourth Wednesday enrollments reported to the Office of Career, Curriculum, and Technical Education Services.

Column 7
Ending (Enrollment).  Entries in this column reflect the section-level ending enrollments reported on the second Wednesday in February 2004.

Column 8
Maximum (Enrollment).  The figures in this column indicate the maximum number of students to be funded for each section.

Column 9
Reimbursable (Enrollment).  The figures in this column indicate the number of students, by section, that will be used to compute the student hours for this section.  If a section's beginning enrollment is "24" and "22" appears in Column 8, "22" will appear in Column 9 as well.

Column 10
Student Hours.  The figures in this column are computed as follows:

Column 11
Rate Per Hour.  The added cost factor will be shown in this column for each section receiving added cost funding.

Column 12
Added Cost.  The amount shown in this column represents the amount of added cost dollars assigned to each section based on an average of  the beginning and ending enrollment. The added cost dollars were computed by multiplying Column 10 (Student Hours) by Column 11 (Rate Per Hour).
