CSS — Everett Root — Map services for WebEOC for MSP. They will demo that next
meeting.
MiSail, Michigan Statewide Authoritative Imagery and LIDAR Program. Talked about it
last meeting. Flying over 11,000 square miles this Spring and there’s a map on the
website to show where they are at. Four partners signed up Calhoun, St. Joseph, and
Muskegon (buying entire county at 6 inch) and Ocean (12 inch). Some townships in
Oceana are also buying up the 6 inch. Three Rivers is buying 3 inch imagery. LIDAR
for Muskegon County.
Added new watershed maps from USGS in GDL; HUC 8 and HUC 12. Also posted
DEQ watershed dataset that they were managing.
Updated the PDF maps on GDL.
DEQ Environmental Mapper received some updates.
PRFinder some new feature classes from Framework v12.
DNR Hunting app got new State Park boundary file and map service updates
New website for DNR called Fishing Tournaments. For DNR staff, Tournament
directors, and the public to get information about fishing tournaments around the State.
DNR Wildland Fire app was migrated to new ArcGIS Server. Can log on and find out
info about fires.
Framework finalizing v13 and starting to accept changes for v14 which will be done in
Oracle.

And looking for
ways to make this as easy as possible for the counties. Some counties very interested
in this.
