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CONSENT ORDER AND STIPULATION

A. FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. David B. Paige ("Respondent") was a nonresident insurance producer in the State of
Michigan from October 14,2003 to March 30, 2005.

2. On March 31, 2005, OFIS changed Respondent's licensing status to "lnactive" after
OFIS learned that the State of Ohio, Respondent's resident state, revoked his insurance
producer license.

3. Respondent knew or had reason know that Section 1206a(1)(a) of the Michigan Insurance
Code ("Code") requires a nonresident person to be currently licensed as a resident
insurance producer and in good standing in his or her home state.

4. Respondent further knew or had reason to know that Section 1239(1)(b) of the Code
provides that the Commissioner may revoke a producer's license for violating any
insurance Jawsor violatingany regulation,subpoena,or order of the Commissioneror of
another state's insurancecommissioner.

5. Respondent further knew or had reason to know that Section 1239(l)(d) of the Code
provides that the Commissioner may revoke a producer's license for improperly
withholding, misappropriating, or converting any money or property received in the
course of doing insurancebusiness.
