	Topic:  Entry Permits



	Question:  Can you please tell me when a permit issuer issues a permit and goes home for the day, does the permit have to be re-issued by another permit issuer that is on site or is the permit still good without the permit issuer present at the location.


	Answer:  The entry permit authorizes entry to a permit space and shall identify the permit space to be entered, the purpose of the entry, and the date and the authorized duration of the entry permit.  If the individual who issued the permit (entry supervisor) goes home for the day, and work is continuing in the permit space, responsibility for the permit entry operations must be transferred to a newly designated entry supervisor.  Both names must appear on the original entry permit, with a space for the signature or initials of the entry supervisor who originally authorized entry.  A new permit is not required, provided work is completed within the authorized duration of the original entry permit.
