1. Section V of the MSDS you supplied provides instructions on medical treatment.  Good 


    industrial hygiene practice would dictate that whenever an individual experiences any of the 


    symptoms associated with exposures (such as those listed in Section V of the Betafoam 87100 


     MSDS), medical treatment should be sought.  It is helpful if the treating physician is provided 

    with a copy of the MSDS for the chemical(s) to which the alleged symptoms are associated 


    with. 


2.  The hazardous ingredients in Betafoam 87100 Isocyanates, as listed in Section II of the 


     MSDS, fall under the general chemical group called isocyanates.  Isocyanate air monitoring 


     can be accomplished by collecting the air on an absorbent media with a sampling pump.  A 


     laboratory analysis of the sampling media is performed, and a determination of the 



     concentration of isocyanates in the sampled air can be calculated.  This type of air monitoring 


     should be performed by a qualified industrial hygienist in order to select the appropriate 


     sampling media and laboratory analysis.  In addition, considerations must be made as to the 


     work practices and procedures taking place when the chemicals are being used so air 



     monitoring is conducted in the appropriate place and at the appropriate time.


3.  Information on fire and explosion hazards are given in Section IV of the MSDS for Betafoam 


     87100 Isocyanate.
