	SUBJECT:  Hazard Communication


	TOPIC:  Piping Identification


	QUESTION:  What information and requirements is there for minimum distance apart for identification on chemical piping?

	ANSWER:  Under Act 154, Section 14c, pipes or piping systems in a workplace that contain a hazardous chemical shall be identified to an employee by label or by a sign, placard, written operating instructions, process sheet, batch ticket, or a substance identification system that conveys the same information required to be displayed on a label as stated in 1910.1200.

Neither the Standard or Act 154 state any distance for labels, only that your employees need to be able to identify the piping.
