	Subject:  Powered Industrial Trucks (PIT)



	Topic:  Switch horse, switch tractors - Lights, alarms and rated capacity



	Question:  Is it required that a switch horse, used to move trailers in and out of docks, have a rated capacity, back-up alarm, turn signal, and spot lamp?



	Answer: Michigan does not have a specific General Industry safety standard that addresses switch horses/tractors, therefore, no rule that would require the employer to have back-up alarms, turn signals, or spot lamps.  The MIOSHA Act does require that the employer provide a place of employment free from recognized hazards.  Based on that general requirement, the employer must use and maintain the equipment as designed by the manufacturer.
