	Topic:  Medical Waste – Urine and Band-Aids



	Question:  Does a cup of urine need to be disposed with hazardous waste?  Is a band-aid considered to be hazardous waste?



	Answer:  No, under nearly all normal circumstances, both of these materials are considered to be general types of waste and can be disposed of with household waste (as opposed to “regulated waste”) *.

* The Bloodborne Pathogens Standard uses the term, "regulated waste," to refer to the following categories of waste which require special handling at a minimum; (1) liquid or semi-liquid blood or Other Potentially Infectious Material; (2) items contaminated with blood or OPIM and which would release these substances in a liquid or semi-liquid state if compressed; (3) items that are caked with dried blood or OPIM and are capable of releasing these materials during handling; (4) contaminated sharps; and (5) pathological and microbiological wastes containing blood or OPIM.
