Bullying has been happening for as long as children have gathered in 

groups.  What used to be a relegated to school playgrounds is now      

also showing up in families’ living rooms in the insidious form of           
Cyberbullying.  Often, little attention is paid to the devastating effects 

of bullying, or to the connection between bullying and other forms of 

violence.  But the impact can be tremendous on the children who are 

victimized and can have serious consequences such as leading to suicide. 

How we deal with bullying behavior and bullies can be an indicator of 

whether we are providing our children with a caring community.  
 

With this conference we will examine what bullying is and isn’t, what 

cyberbullying is and how pervasive it has become, and how kids and 

communities are impacted by bullies.  We will learn how to build a         

caring community by addressing our attitudes toward bullying                        

behavior and discussing practical applications that work, as well as                
tips and resources that can be utilized in preventing damaging behavior 

that doesn’t need to be the norm of childhood.
