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I.  Introduction

With coastline on four Great Lakes, Michigan has the world’s largest freshwater coastline.  The Michigan Coastal Management Program (MCMP), Office of the Great Lakes promotes wise management of the cultural and natural resources of Michigan’s Great Lakes coastal areas by fostering environmental stewardship through the development of tools, science based policies and effective regulation. 

The MCMP provides grant funds to our coastal communities and partners to assist in the development of vibrant and resilient coastal communities through the protection and restoration of our sensitive coastal resources and biologically diverse ecosystems.  These grant funds are made available by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), pursuant to the Coastal Zone Management Act (CZMA) of 1972.  The MCMP anticipates approximately one million dollars in pass through grant funds this funding cycle.

This Request for Proposal (RFP) seeks projects that further the MCMP objectives of protecting and restoring healthy coastal ecosystems, including fish and wildlife habitat; creating and enhancing public access to the Great Lakes and coastal resources; preserving historic maritime structures; revitalizing urban waterfronts; minimizing the loss of life and property in areas vulnerable to coastal hazards including erosion, floods, and rip currents; conducting research related to the potential impacts of climate change on Great Lakes coastal wetlands; conducting wind energy planning to limit impacts to wildlife, fisheries, and coastal and offshore habitats; and increasing recreational opportunities along Michigan's Great Lakes coast. The MCMP strongly encourages interested applicants to contact program staff early in the proposal development process for assistance and guidance.  Complete applications will be evaluated for funding based on the following considerations: 
· Extent to which the project furthers MCMP objectives.
· Demonstration of project need.
· Overall quality and clarity of the application.
· Organizational capability of the applicant.
· Cost-effectiveness.
· Degree of public benefit to be derived from the project.
· Measurability of project results. 

· Level of local support and partnerships.
MCMP staff will coordinate the review of the applications with other state agency staff, and recommend projects to the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) Director for funding.  Projects approved by the DEQ Director will be submitted to the NOAA for final review and approval.

A. Who is Eligible:
· Coastal units of government including cities, counties, villages, and townships.
· Regional planning agencies and conservation districts.
· State agencies.
· Universities and school districts.
· Tribal governments.
· Nonprofit organizations.  Note:  Nonprofit organizations proposing construction projects on public lands, must apply through an eligible public entity to ensure public ownership.  Please submit documentation of 501(c)(3) status.
An applicant that meets any of the following conditions within 12 months of this RFP is not eligible for funding:
· DEQ grant contract terminated.
· Unresolved DEQ enforcement actions. 
· History of inability to manage or meet DEQ grant obligations.
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B. Grant Amounts:
· $50,000 maximum for Construction projects. 

· $75,000 maximum for Coastal Management projects.
· $75,000 maximum for Program Enhancement projects.
C. Match Requirement:
A one-to-one non-federal match is required for all construction projects and coastal management projects.  No match is required for program enhancement projects.  Match may be in the form of cash, in-kind services, or donations.  Other funding sources, such as Michigan Department of Natural Resources, Michigan Department of Transportation, or other, must be secured at time of application submittal.  Applicants are required to provide documentation of secured funding.

D. Award Period:
The standard award period is January 1, 2013 to March 31, 2014.

E. Project Location:
The entire project must be within Michigan's coastal boundary that generally extends a minimum of 1,000 feet inland from the ordinary high water mark.  The boundary extends further inland in some locations to encompass important coastal features such as lakes, bays, wetlands, dunes, urban areas, public recreational parks, and natural areas.  Federally-owned lands are excluded from the boundary.  For further information see Coastal Zone Boundary Maps or Michigan Coastal Management Program Staff Map, both at www.mi.gov/coastalmanagement, for guidance and questions.

F. Ineligible uses for grant funds:
· Land acquisition projects.
· Creating or restoring restroom facilities.
· Creating or restoring general recreational and athletic facilities such as playground equipment, ball fields and courts.
· Construction projects that propose to install hard shoreline armoring such as rip-rap, sheet pile and/or gabions.
· Dredging projects.
· Roadway design and/or construction projects.
· Sewer line construction and/or drain improvement projects.
· Chemical treatment and mechanical or manual removal of invasive species.
· Recreation plans.
· Dam improvements.
· State and federal permit application fees.
· Purchase of general purpose equipment such as computers, cameras, and/or printers.
· Projects required to fulfill a state or federal permit condition or other regulatory action.
G. Application Deadline:

Complete Applications must be received no later than April 16, 2012. 
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H. Application Submittal:
1)  Mail hard copy postmarked by April 16, 2012 or hand delivered (to the address on the application cover 
     page 8).
2)  An electronic copy (MS Word or text file) submitted on CD, DVD, or USB flash drive (non-returnable).
3) When appropriate, maps, graphics, and photographs should be submitted as PDF or similar files. 
     Forms should be downloaded and saved to your computer, completed, and then submitted with the 
     other components of the grant proposal.

4)  Faxed submissions will not be accepted.
5)  Late or incomplete applications will not be considered for funding.
II.  Construction and Coastal Management Projects

The MCMP has five project types, described in detail below, that fall under the Coastal Management or Construction Project funding categories:  Public Access, Coastal Hazards, Coastal Water Quality, and Coastal Dependent Uses & Community Development. 
A.  Public Access 
The Great Lakes are a primary focus for recreation and tourism in Michigan.  Supporting appropriate recreational uses of the Great Lakes supports coastal communities and fosters appreciation of our natural resources.  The MCMP provides enhanced public access for recreational use through the following types of projects:

· Low-cost construction projects such as: parks, non-motorized trails (Greenways), boardwalks, on-water trails (Blueways), canoe or kayak launches, parking lots, walkways, viewing decks, fishing piers, interpretive signage/displays, and other public access facilities to improve public access to Great Lakes and coastal resources.
· Site planning, design, and engineering for low-cost construction projects. 
· Planning and construction of maritime history interpretative signage/exhibits and historic structure restoration.
· Planning and construction of shore protection utilizing soft-shore engineering practices.
· Development of a comprehensive coastal public access inventory and guide at a regional or state scale.
· Are part of an adopted waterfront or community plan and that incorporate “green infrastructure” that reduces storm water runoff and environmentally friendly materials.
Preference will be given to projects that:
· Provide access for the physically disabled through retrofits to existing facilities or construction of new accessible facilities.
· Implement construction of a previously funded planning grant from the MCMP.
· Include outreach components, such as signage, presentations, seminars, and informational brochures, to improve public understanding of the proper use and protection of coastal resources.
B.  Coastal Habitat 
The MCMP is committed to protect and restore sensitive coastal habitats, including wetlands and dunes. Coastal wetlands serve as spawning and nesting habitat for a variety of animals, help maintain water quality, provide erosion control, and offer recreational and tourism opportunities throughout the state.  Michigan is home to the world’s largest expanse of freshwater dunes and protection of these resources and the habitat they provide remains a significant focus of the program. The MCMP supports these efforts through the following types of projects: 
· On-the-ground restoration projects of Great Lakes beaches, dunes, coastal wetlands, and nearshore habitat.
· Feasibility studies and planning for habitat restoration and resource management.
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Preference will be given to projects that:
· Addresses Great Lakes marine debris, such as land-based debris, derelict fishing gear, historic sawmill and fill debris.
· Restore coastal dunes.
· Include outreach components, such as signage, presentations, seminars, and informational brochures, to improve public understanding of coastal habitat types, status and trends, restoration, and potential threats including impacts associated with climate change. 

C.  Coastal Hazards 

The MCMP supports efforts that make communities more resilient to coastal erosion and flood hazards and to minimize the loss of life and property caused by improper development in areas vulnerable to coastal hazards.  Although relatively low Great Lakes water levels in recent years have temporarily reduced the overall threat of chronic coastal erosion and Great Lakes flood impacts, communities and coastal property owners should now be addressing challenges that exist even during low water as well as preparing for impacts when water levels increase.  The MCMP supports these efforts through the following types of projects:

· Projects that develop coastal hazard plans and/or ordinances that guide coastal communities’ development away from hazardous areas and/or provide for the protection of naturally protective features such as beaches, dunes and coastal wetlands.  

· Projects that conduct scientific research to identify areas prone to coastal hazards and/or further understanding of why such hazards are prevalent in certain coastal areas to aid coastal manager’s decision-making.  

Preference will be given to projects that:
· Include on-the-ground demonstration projects such as the construction of protective natural beach features, dune restoration, non-structural bluff stabilization, or the application of innovative soft-shore engineering approaches to shore protection.

· Provide regional or statewide data or inventories appropriate for inclusion in a coastal hazards atlas.
· Reduce the threat associated with rip current hazards at publicly owned and managed beaches through education and outreach initiatives or on-the-ground warning systems.

· Include outreach components, such as signage, presentations, seminars, and informational brochures, to improve public understanding of coastal hazards.
D.  Coastal Water Quality
The MCMP supports efforts for the protection of coastal water quality and resolution of pollution impacts to coastal waters arising from nonpoint source pollution through the following types of projects:

· Projects that build the capacity of local governments to manage sources of coastal nonpoint source pollution through new or updated plans, ordinances, programs, or practices.
Preference will be given to projects that:
· Design or construct polluted runoff management practices, such as Low Impact Development techniques.

· Include outreach components, such as signage, presentations, seminars, and informational brochures, to improve public understanding of coastal water quality status, trends, threats, and remedies. 
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E.  Coastal Dependent Uses & Community Development
The MCMP supports efforts for the protection of coastal resources that affect the quality of life for all Great Lakes residents, businesses and visitors through the following types of projects:
· Projects that develop community master planning, ordinances, policies, site planning for protection and management of coastal resources.
· Projects that promote the balance between environmental protection and social and economic growth.
· Planning for ports and waterfront redevelopment.
· Economic development feasibility studies. 
· Plan for maritime history interpretation and historic structure restoration.
Preference will be given to projects that:
· Include development of comprehensive land use plans and zoning ordinances that incorporate planning for public access, coastal habitat, coastal hazards, coastal water quality, climate change adaptation, rip currents and coastal wind energy.
· Include development of comprehensive land use plans and zoning ordinances that promote the principles of sustainable development, such as mixed land uses, compact building design, form-based codes, walkable neighborhoods, preservation of open space and green infrastructure, and Smart Growth practices.

· Include outreach components, such as public input, presentations, training, seminars, and informational brochures, to improve public understanding of community development. 

III.  Program Enhancement Projects
The MCMP has three project types, described in detail below, that fall under the program 
enhancement projects funding categories:  Climate Change Adaptation in Coastal Wetland Management, 
Improved Rip Current Forecasting and Hazard Messaging, and Offshore Wind Energy 
Regulatory Program Development.  For further information on these categories, see the MCMP Section 309

A.  Climate Change Adaptation in Coastal Wetland Management 

Great Lakes coastal wetlands are biologically diverse ecosystems and crucial to the health of the Great Lakes basin.  Coastal wetlands serve as spawning and nesting habitat, natural filters, aid in erosion control and offer recreational and tourism opportunities.  The MCMP seeks to address the impacts of climate change on the crucial ecosystems through the following types of projects:
· Projects that conduct research related to climate change in the Great Lakes and anticipated impacts on coastal wetlands.

· Identification of existing research gaps related to climate change in the Great Lakes.

· Identification and comparison of existing state and local plans that currently incorporate climate change adaptation strategies.

B.  Improved Rip Current Forecasting and Hazard Messaging
The Great Lakes possess both the breadth and power for producing rip currents which pose a significant and demonstrated threat to the recreational community.  Unfortunately, over the past two-years, 44 rip current related deaths occurred in the Great Lakes many of which occurred along Michigan beaches.  The MCMP seeks projects that reduce the potential for rip current-related deaths through the following types of projects:
· Projects that improve Great Lakes rip current knowledge and forecasting.

· Projects that develop tools or conduct spatial analyses in order to identify and map stretches of the coast that might be considered “hot spots” for rip current development.
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· Projects that further social science research on factors that influence effectiveness of rip current hazard messaging.

C.  Offshore Wind Energy Regulatory Program Development 

The MCMP is contributing to the consideration of appropriate offshore wind energy by supporting development of the research on the identification, prevention, or mitigation of potential impacts to birds, bats, threatened and endangered species, fish, and other coastal natural resources.  The MCMP supports this research through the following types of projects:

· Research projects on bird and bat use of coastal and offshore areas of Michigan’s Great Lakes, including use by migrating birds and bats.  The projects must include development of GIS data on bird and bat use patterns, such as important migration corridors and stop-over habitats.  Projects are encouraged that will increase understanding of how coastal and offshore bird and bat migration behavior responds to different meteorological conditions, including how weather influences the altitude of birds and bats in passage.
· Surveys for species protected under Part 365 of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act in areas with significant potential for coastal and offshore wind energy development.  The projects must include development of GIS data on listed species locations.

· Surveys and assessments of fisheries habitats in the nearshore waters (<30 meters depth) of Michigan’s Great Lakes.  The projects must include development of GIS data on locations of nearshore fisheries habitats.
IV.  Additional Information for Applicants
· Confidentiality – Proposal information will not be kept confidential.  Grant proposals are considered public information under the Freedom of Information Act, PA 442 of 1976.

· Acceptance of Grant Contract – Successful applicants will be required to enter into a Grant Contract with the DEQ.  A Grant Contract will consist of standard DEQ grant terms and conditions which is not subject to modifications and terms particular to the project description, work plan, time line, and budget information.  Failure of a successful applicant to accept these obligations will result in cancellation of the grant award.
