Division (WRD) Program Data.



MiWaters

Replaces 25+ databases

Includes 5 permitting programs

e National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES)

e Groundwater Discharge
e Part 41 Construction (coming soon)
e Aquatic Nuisance Control (ANC)

e Land/Water Interface (Wetlands, Lakes &
Streams, Great Lakes)

Apps, Requests, and Reports - submit DMRs
and required reports

Permits - a list of all permits, initiate a permit
change

Compliance and Enforcement Actions - a list of
actions taken by the MDEQ

Violations - Review this list occasionally,
MiWaters will automatically generate some

Financials - list of fees/fines, you can pay from

Documents - a list of all public documents,
