A current owner or operator of a facility or a Property has due care obligations under Section 20107a and Section 21304c with respect to any existing contamination to prevent unacceptable exposure; prevent exacerbation; take reasonable precautions; provide reasonable cooperation, assistance, and access to authorized persons taking response activities at the property; comply with land use restrictions associated with response activities; and not impede the effectiveness of response activities implemented at the property. Pursuant to Section 20114g(2) and Section 21323n(2) a current owner or operator of a facility or Property may request the DEQ review their documentation that demonstrates they are in compliance with their due care obligations.  Within 45 business days after receipt of a DDCC the department shall, if the report contains sufficient information for the department to make a decision, approve, approve with conditions, or deny the DDCC report.
