Reminder for QC/CP Annual Updates Due in February
The Qualified Underground Storage Tank Consultants and Certified Underground Storage Tank Professionals Rules, R 324.21501 et seq. (QC/CP Rules) require annual update information be submitted during February of each year.  To avoid duplication and confusion, it may be easier to submit both the QC and CP information at the same time.  The following outlines what needs to be submitted:
Qualified Underground Storage Tank Consultants
1. Certificates of Insurance.  The DEQ should be listed as a certificate holder, so the certificates should be sent directly to the DEQ from the insurance provider.  If your firm does not perform contract work and does not require Pollution Liability Insurance, please submit a letter to that effect for your file.  RULE 4(4)
2. A letter listing all the CPs employed by your firm, and a statement that the CPs are employed full time and have an active operational role in the daily activities of the QC.  Since each CP is also required to submit a similar letter, it is acceptable to have both the CP and QC representative sign one letter. RULE 4(3) and Rule 10
3. A declaration that the QC has complied with all OSHA and MIOSHA regulations during the previous corrective action period.  RULE 6
Certified Underground Storage Tank Professionals
1. Copy of appropriate PE license or CPG certificate or membership if applicable. RULE 8(2)
2. A letter listing which QC the CP works for, and include a statement that they are employed full-time and have an active operational role in the daily activities of the QC.  As stated above, since the QC must submit a similar letter, it is also acceptable to have both the CP and QC representative sign one letter.  RULE 10
3. Copy of the 8-hour HAZWOPER refresher certificate. RULE 9
Additional Information

1. The QC/CP Rules require that the Department of Environmental Quality receives a written notice within 10 business days following a change in the operations or organizational status that materially affects the QCs status or qualification.
