If the judging committee considers it necessary to review any of your supporting materials mentioned that are not available on the internet, they will contact you to obtain a copy(s).

In your application report please answer the ten (10) questions below to help us determine your qualification for the award.  Please provide detail supporting evidences for these questions and any other pertinent information directly in the application report.  Note that the first six (6) questions directly relate to the program component criteria set forth in the AWWA Standard for Source Water Protection (ANSI/AWWA G300-07).  Applicants are strongly encouraged to review the specific criteria for each of the six (6) program components provided in the AWWA Standard. 4.  Please describe your source water protection action plan and how it was developed. [20 points]

5.  Please describe your implementation of the action plan. [20 points]

6.  Please describe your periodic evaluation and revision of the entire program. [10 points]

7.  How effective is your program, and how do you measure this effectiveness? [10 points]

8.  How is your program innovative? [10 points]

9.  What was the environment (political, social, environmental, and economic settings) in which this program was developed and has operated, what obstacles and difficulties existed, and how were these obstacles and difficulties overcome? [10 points]

10. Does your source water protection program have a person(s) responsible for carrying out the effort

(e.g., a Source Water Protection Program Manager)? Include Name, Position and Contact information in the application report. [5 Points if Yes and information included]
