THE IMPORTANCE OF REPORTING
The waters of the Great Lakes Basin are a resource of tremendous ecological and economic value, and are protected by several provisions under the federal Great Lakes Compact and the Michigan Great Lakes Preservation Act laws.  Water Use Reporting is one component of the law, and is used to gain a better understanding of water dynamics and levels within the basin.  The information you provide is of great importance and is used to determine water demands and establish availability in watersheds throughout the state.  Accurate water use information within the basin is required to provide the legal basis to ward off diversions of Great Lakes water to places outside the basin.
WHO MUST REPORT?
The Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451 Part 327, requires the owner of property or a facility with the capacity to make a large quantity water withdrawal to register the facility with the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and report water use on an annual basis.  A large quantity withdrawal is defined as over 100,000 gallons per day average in any consecutive 30-day period. Put another way, pumps rated                                                      at 70 gallons per minute or more have the capacity to make a large quantity withdrawal.  Only self-supplied withdrawals apply; water users purchasing water from any supplier should NOT register.

REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS
I.  FACILITY and CONTACT PERSON INFORMATION

Facility Information: Include the Facility or Company Name, a sub-facility if applicable, and the County and Township where the facility is located. 
Contact Person Information: Provide the name, address, phone number and e-mail address (if available) of the primary contact for water use reporting.  The contact person must be a company representative- not a third party agent.  This information is used to direct future mailings.
II. DID THIS FACILITY WITHDRAW 1,500,000 OR MORE GALLONS OF WATER IN 2011?

If your facility withdrew 1,500,000 or more gallons in 2011, check YES, complete the rest of the form, and return the form with $200.00 Water Use Reporting Fee (see instructions below).

If your facility withdrew less than 1,500,000 gallons in 2011, check NO. You do not need to fill out water use information in part III.b. of the report, and no fee payment is required.  Please return the unpaid invoice with your report if submitting by mail.

III.  WATER WITHDRAWAL INFORMATION
a.1. Name of Water Source #1: Provide the name you use to identify your first water source.  
a.2. Water Source Type: Choose a source type. Groundwater includes only withdrawals from a well; Great Lakes or Connecting Waterways includes only direct withdrawals from Lakes Erie, Huron, Michigan, Superior or St. Clair or from the Detroit, St. Clair or St. Mary’s Rivers; and Inland Surface Water includes all streams, drains, ponds, rivers and lakes not listed above as Great Lakes water.
a.3. Pump Capacity: Enter the rated pump capacity of your first water source in gallons per minute.
a.4. Location: If not provided in a previous report, enter the latitude and longitude coordinates of your first water source.

a.5. Static Water Level: Only for groundwater sources. If practicable to obtain, provide the static water level in feet below the ground surface.  Measurements should be made with an accuracy of 0.1 feet.

a.6. Installed after 2/28/06?: Check NO if your first water source was in use or existence prior to 2/28/06.  If the water source was installed after 2/28/06, check YES and, if available, provide the registration ID number from the Water Withdrawal Assessment Tool.  
b. Water Use for Source #1 in 2011: Report in GALLONS the monthly water use from your first source.

c. Primary Purpose of Use for Source #1:  Choose one purpose that best describes the use of water from your first source.
***NOTE: Part III repeats to allow for a second water source.  If you have more than two water sources, PLEASE attach additional sheets to accommodate all of your water sources.  Water use information must be provided for each of your water sources. You may make or request additional copies of the reporting sheet, or provide your own additional sheet. Thank you
IV.  WATER DISCHARGE INFORMATION
1. Name of Discharge Location(s):  Provide the name of the receiving location, for example the river, settling pond, sanitary sewer, septic system, or “on-site grounds” for each discharge point.
***NOTE: If you have more than two discharge locations, please attach additional sheets to accommodate all discharge locations. You may make or request additional copies of the reporting sheet, or provide your own additional sheet. Thank you 
2. Receiving Water Type: Groundwater includes discharges to the ground surface or subsurface; Great Lakes or Connecting Waterways includes only direct discharges to Lakes Erie, Huron, Michigan, Superior or St. Clair or to the Detroit, St. Clair or St. Mary’s Rivers; and Inland Surface Water includes all streams, drains, ponds, rivers and lakes not listed above as Great Lakes water.

3. Location:  If not reported in a previous report, provide the latitude and longitude coordinates of the discharge point. Not required for irrigation discharge or for discharges to a sewer system.
4. Total Discharge Volume in 2011:  Provide the total volume discharged in gallons from each discharge point.
V.  FORM AND PAYMENT SUBMITTAL       
a. Reporting options:  There are three ways to fill out your water use report, and several means of transmittal for your convenience:
Paper or electronic form: An electronic version of this form that you can fill out on your computer is available for download on the Water Use home page at http://www.michigan.gov/wateruse.  Either form can be mailed to the P.O. Box address below, or sent by email to lebarona@michigan.gov , or faxed to (517) 373-9958.

Online water use reporting: A new online system is available that allows you to complete the water use reporting directly over the internet.  Go to http://www.michigan.gov/wateruse for access to the online water use reporting system.  You will need login information from your invoice to enter the system.
b. Payment options: If the annual water use reporting fee is required, there are two options for payment:
Online payment via electronic check: Go to the Water Use home page at http://www.michigan.gov/wateruse for access to the online fee payment website.  You will need information from your invoice.
Pay by check: To submit payment and/or your water use report by mail, send the completed report, invoice stub or copy, and check for $200.00 payable to STATE OF MICHIGAN (do not send cash) to:
