INTRODUCTION
· The preparedness and prevention standards are intended to minimize and prevent emergency situations at hazardous waste management facilities.  This is in contrast to the contingency plan standards that are intended to ensure that facilities have instituted plans and procedures to use in response to an emergency situation (See Template A7).

To meet the preparedness and prevention standards, facilities must be operated and maintained in a manner that minimizes the possibility of a fire, explosion, or any unplanned sudden or nonsudden release of hazardous waste or hazardous waste constituents.  The regulations require maintenance of equipment, alarms, minimum aisle space, and provisions for contacting local authorities (R 299.9606 and 40 CFR §264.31).

REQUIRED EQUIPMENT

· This section must describe required equipment for all facilities.  Any facility claiming that none of the hazards posed by wastes or constituents handled at the facility would require a particular kind of equipment must demonstrate in this section that this is the case.

Internal Communication System

· Describe any internal communications or alarm system capable of providing immediate emergency instruction (voice or signal) to facility personnel.

Emergency Response Communication System


[R 299.9606 and 40 CFR §264.32(b)]
· Describe a device, such as a telephone (immediately available at the scene of operation) or a hand-held, two-way radio, capable for use in summoning emergency assistance from local police departments, fire departments, and state or local emergency response teams.

Fire, Spill, and Decontamination Equipment

· Describe portable fire extinguishers, fire control equipment (including special extinguishing equipment, such as use of foam, inert gases, or dry chemicals), spill control equipment, and decontamination equipment.

· Demonstrate that water at adequate volume and pressure is present to supply water hose streams, foam-producing equipment, automated sprinklers, or water spray systems.

· For all facility communications or alarm systems, fire protection equipment, spill control equipment, and decontamination equipment, describe testing and maintenance procedures and schedules to be followed to ensure their proper operation in case of emergency.

ACCESS TO COMMUNICATIONS OR ALARM SYSTEM


[R 299.9606 and 40 CFR §264.34]
· This section must describe access to a communications or alarm system when multiple employees or a single employee are present at the facility. 

Note:  If the facility has demonstrated under Section A6.A above that a communications or alarm system is not required, the facility is not required to complete this section.

Multiple Employees Present


[R 299.9606 and 40 CFR §264.34(a)]
· Describe the immediate access of all personnel involved in the operation to an internal alarm or emergency communication system whenever hazardous waste is being poured, mixed, spread, or otherwise handled.  Access to the internal alarm or emergency communication system may be direct or through visual or voice contact with another employee.

A6.C(2)
Single Employee Present


[R 299.9606 and 40 CFR §264.34(b)]
· If only one employee is present on the premises while the facility is operating, describe how that employee has immediate access to a device (such as a telephone or a hand-held, two‑way radio) capable for use in summoning external emergency assistance.

REQUIRED AISLE SPACE


[R 299.9606 and 40 CFR §264.35]
· Describe how the aisle space is maintained to allow the unobstructed movement of personnel, fire protection equipment, spill control equipment, and decontamination equipment to any area of facility operations in an emergency.
