	INSTRUCTIONS

Caseworkers must review and complete the DHS-120d with the child if over 12 years of age) and family regarding Indian ancestry for all new child welfare cases assigned including children’s protective services, foster care, adoption, juvenile justice, and guardianship.
Caseworkers should utilize the DHS-120d in Family Team Meetings (FTM) to assist with identification of an Indian child and to obtain biological family history.

Clients (as appropriate and applicable) or caseworkers must check one of the items identified as 1-3; and respective persons identified in corresponding parenthesis for item 1-3 (You/Your Child[ren]/Your Family).

Caseworkers must scan/log DHS-120d into MiSACWIS case record for the child/family.

Note: The DHS-120d does not verify Indian ancestry, it is documentation that the caseworker has asked the family if there was any known Indian ancestry; only the tribe or the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) may verify Indian ancestry of child/family. Caseworkers must utilize the DHS-120/DHS-121 to verify Indian ancestry with the tribe or BIA if clients indicate on the DHS-120d that Indian ancestry is certain or possible (NAA 200 & NAA 205).
