Among 15-17 year olds in 2007: 


White females overall had a pregnancy rate of 19 per 1,000; and 


Black females had a pregnancy rate of 61 per 1,000. 





For White females, the counties with the highest pregnancy rates for 15-17 year olds were largely rural. The five counties with the highest rates for this group are Newaygo, Clare, Missaukee, Branch, and Gladwin. 





For Black females, the counties with the highest pregnancy rates for 15-17 year olds were largely counties with urban centers. The five counties with the highest rates for this group are Jackson, Kalamazoo, Genesee, Muskegon, and Berrien.

Michigan Title X Family Planning





Through Title X, the federal government subsidizes direct client services in community family planning centers, including 95 health department clinics, 7 community health centers and 30 Planned Parenthood clinics.


In 2008 Title X supported centers provided contraceptive care to 120,800 women in Michigan. 


These centers served 22% of women in Michigan in need of publicly supported contraceptive services and supplies. 


Of the total contraceptive clients served by these centers, 68% had incomes at or below the federal poverty level.

Women experiencing an unplanned pregnancy are less likely to obtain prenatal care, and their babies are often at increased risk of low birth weight, of being born prematurely and are less likely to be breastfed. Children born from unplanned pregnancies also face a range of developmental risks and exhibit poorer physical and mental health compared to children born as the result of an intended pregnancy.


Some pregnancies are more than unexpected or mistimed; they are greeted by women with anguish —sometimes even alarm—especially when they occur at a time in a woman’s life when she is not prepared to raise a child or, in some instances, another child. She may not have adequate personal or financial supports in place or may have other serious problems or burdens. These pregnancies are of particular concern.





The National Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy is expanding its mission. They continue to work on preventing teen pregnancy, but will now also focus on reducing the high level of unwanted pregnancy in the United States among young adults in their twenties where the majority of such pregnancies occur.
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
