As of 2/3/2016 

The State of Michigan offers four projectors for departmental use. This document provides guidance on 
the units available in the projector category in iTRAC. The models available are: Dell M115HD DLP, Epson 
PowerLite 585W WXGA, Epson PowerLite X27 Portable XGA, and the Epson PowerLite 955WH Portable 
WXGA. Carrying cases are recommended for the Epson PowerLite X27 and the Epson PowerLite 955WH.  

NOTE:  Numbers listed in this document (PJXX) are ITRAC numbers. 

How to decide which projector is best for you 
The decision will be based primarily on personal preference, but these facts may help you decide on the 
device that is the best fit for you: 

• If you are looking for an ultra-lightweight, portable projector the Dell M115HD should be 
considered. 

• If you are looking for a permanently mounted projector the Epson 585W should be considered.   
• If you are looking for a projector for small to medium sized conference rooms the Epson X27 

should be considered.   
• If you are looking for a projector for a large conference room the Epson 955WH should be 

considered.
