	Text1: State of Michigan-DELEG - BES
	Text14: Sub grants will be offered to all Michigan EECBG eligible local governments via a competitive process. Grant awards range from a minimum of $50,000 - $250,000 and can be awarded to a single or multi-jurisdiction applicant.  The population served parameter, described in the Multi-purpose grant program will also apply in this program.  Non-entitlement jurisdictions that submit proposals for this and the multi-purpose grants will be subject to a cap on the total amount receivable for their type of jurisdiction  (i.e. city, township or county.) See the state's population guide for EECBG Non-entitlement community awards. 

The LED/SSL grants will cover 90% of the equipment cost, but no labor, training or educational costs, which the sub grantee must bear.  The proposed funds leveraged are higher for this grant program (25%) to encourage in-kind contributions from the municipality or utility that owns and maintains the system and/or pays for lighting services.  While the energy bill savings are clear with this technology upgrade, they pale in comparison to the maintenance savings. Despite these benefits, the first costs appear to be the major barrier to broader adoption in our state. 

This project has some additional benefits that are referenced in the MI Strategy. In the upcoming EECBG workshops for the smaller communities, we plan to discuss the potential economic development benefits of attracting a major LED/SSL manufacturing operation to Michigan. Demonstrating a strong, growing market for all commercially availably applications of this product is a part of bringing advanced technology production/jobs to our state.  


Action Items:

1) Prior to the state's federal award, plan and implement EECBG regional informational workshops and web cast for non-entitlement cities, townships and counties.
2) Complete the RFP and secure state approvals to issue it. Include federal requirements for Davis-Bacon, an environmental screening, if applicable, and the grant reporting requirements
3) Solicit proposals from eligible local governments. Evaluate, rank and conditionally select projects for immediate sub grant awards. Secure mandatory assurances and completed NEPA surveys, if applicable and submit projects list to the State Administrative Board and DOE for approval.
4)Upon receiving state and federal award approval, issue grant agreements to the top ranked proposals   until state has fully obligated 50% of its award. Under DOE rules, states receive 50% of their EECBG allocation until performance is satisfactorily demonstrated.
5)Notify remaining applicants that the Review Committee has determined their proposal fundable or not, and if fundable, they have been selected for a delayed award.  These proposals will be held until the state receives its second allocation of EECBG funds.  Approximately, 3-4 months after submitting a proposal, the selected, but not funded group will be invited to update their proposal and resubmit them.  After a final staff review, the proposals will be re-ranked and submitted for state award approval. At the same will also be submitted to DOE with required assurances and forms for federal review and award approval.   
6)Monitor and report sub grantee progress and statewide benefits realized to DOE, as required.
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
