	Topic:  Daily Checklist



	Question:  Is there a requirement for a WRITTEN pre-operation checklist?  The MIOSHA document says that the employees should know "how to make daily checks" and offers a written checklist that they could fill out, but it doesn't specify that there has to be written daily checklist maintained by the employer.

Would it meet the requirements if an employer had a standard practice in place to check and report needed repairs without keeping a daily checklist? 

If it has to be in writing, how long would the employer have to keep it? 


	Answer:  The Part 21. Powered Industrial Trucks standard requires that an employer insures that forklifts are inspected daily and have a documented daily checklist or equivalent.  A sample of the MIOSHA daily checklist is located on the last page of the Part 21 standard for your use if desired.  A trained operator or supervisor can conduct those inspections for safe operating conditions.
