	Topic:  Aisle Way Marking



	Question:  Is there a place in your website that gives advice on placement on marking tape in a warehouse? Safety areas, travel areas, etc.



	Answer:  Not directly, there are rules in a number of the general industry standards that address aisle way dimensions and identification. Part 1 General Provisions basically requires that aisles and passageways provide clearances that assure safe passage for equipment and employees. It also requires that an aisle be marked or otherwise identified. Many other standards have rules that discuss aisles including fire exits, woodworking, foundries, plastic molding, pulp and paper, laundry and bakeries. Woodworking provides for aisle width to be two times the widest load plus three feet.

While not specifically required, many of the larger manufacturing facilities in Michigan will create separate aisles and passageways for pedestrians and powered industrial trucks. Common areas like loading docks will require the use of highly reflective vests. This approach seems to be effective in combination with training and enforcement.
