BRAILLE-A-THON VENDOR APPLICATION

Vendor Requirements:

1.  There is a $25 rental fee for each table and 2 chairs.

2.  Vendors may choose to rent a small, free-standing tent from a local rental establishment that will cover the space they purchase.   

3.  Vendors may set up as early as 10 a.m. and must vacate the premises no later than 4 p.m.

4.  Vendors selling products must either be blind or visually impaired or sell products that are for those who are blind or visually impaired.

5.  Informational vendors must be businesses or agencies that service individuals who are blind, visually impaired, or disabled.

6.  Vendors must turn in their application no later than June 1, 2010.

7.  Food vendors must: 

A. Be licensed Business Enterprise Program operators under the Michigan Commission for the Blind.

B. Situate their tables on either side of the walkway that runs from the main Capitol entrance south to the corner of Capitol Avenue and Allegan Street.

C. Submit a copy of their food vendor license no later than June 15, 2010, to Trina Trowhill, Capitol Events Coordinator, Legislative Council Facilities Agency, Phone (517) 373-9617, Fax (517) 373-8040, E-mail ttrowhill@legislature.mi.gov.
