	Topic:  Certification for Crane Inspectors



	Question:  What training is required to be certified as a overhead crane inspector and how often is re-certification required? 

	Answer: General Industry Safety Standard, Part 18. Overhead and Gantry Cranes, includes the definition of a qualified person.  This definition states: a person who, through attainment of a recognized degree or certificate of professional standing or by extensive knowledge, training, and experience, has successfully demonstrated the ability to solve or resolve problems relating to the subject matter and work.  

This definition would apply to both the crane operator and the inspector.  A company has the responsibility to determine the needed qualifications.  If the company determines it can only be someone from an outside organization to do the inspections then that would be the company's decision; however, if the company determines that a person internally has the knowledge and experience then again this would be allowed.  As for the re-certification question nothing is in the standard for the inspector; however, the operator of the crane would need to meet minimum qualifications and have a permit reissued every three years.
