	Topic:  Face and eye protection and training, and application to small employers


	Question:  (1) Has Michigan adopted the following OSHA regulations: R408.13312, dealing with face and eye protection, and R408.13309, dealing with the training of employees in the use of safety devices.  (2) Where in the Michigan Code would I find them? (3) If not, are their any MIOSHA standards dealing with the use of safety glasses and/or requiring safety glasses in certain situations?  (4)  Do the MIOSHA Standards apply to businesses employing fewer than 10 persons?


	Answer:  The two rules that you referenced (R 408.13312 and R 408.13309) are actually MIOSHA rules, and can be found in MIOSHA’s General Industry Part 33. Personal Protective Equipment.  These rules are equivalent to federal OSHA’s 29 CFR 1910.132, “General Requirements,” and 29 CFR 1910.133, Eye and Face Protection.  You can access MIOSHA Part 33. at www.michiga.gov/miosha/Part 33.  MIOSHA Michigan administrative code can be accessed via the following website:  http://www.state.mi.us/orr/emi/admincode.asp?AdminCode=Department&Dpt=LG&Level_1=MIOSHA.  In addition, all MIOSHA’s rules and regulations can be accessed (in pdf-format) on our website at www.michigan.gov/mioshastandards. 
The MIOSHA rules and regulations apply to businesses employing fewer than 10 employees.  However, there are certain businesses that are exempt from inspection.  For example, small farming operations, that have employed 10 or fewer employees in the past 12 months, and farms that have not had an active temporary labor camp in the past 12 months, are exempt.
