	Topic:  Crane vs. Hoist


	Question:  What is the difference between cranes and hoists?

	Answer:  Determine whether the equipment fits under the scope and definition of Part 18. Overhead and Gantry Cranes.  The bridge can be powered or manual.  The trolley can be powered or manual.  However, the hoist must be powered for the standard to apply.  
Determine whether the equipment fits under the scope and definition of Part 20. Underhung Cranes and Monorail Systems.  However, if the bridge or trolley is manual the standard doesn’t apply.
If neither standard applies, then it is a hoist and Part 38. Hand and Portable Powered Tools would apply.  In this case we would refer to the manufacturer’s required inspection schedule.
