	Topic:  Inspection Schedules



	Question:  We have 6 small 1/2 ton electric chain falls that are on a push trolley monorail.  They are used for replacing 24" diameter grinding wheels, which at most is once every other day.  This would classify them as a class A.  We are having our operator visually inspect them and document it once a month, along with an outside service company inspecting them 4 times a year.  According to the safety standards, appropriate inspections must be completed.  Our crane inspection company stated that we needed to go from inspecting twice a year to 4 times a year due to a MIOSHA regulation.  I could not find this rule, and during our last MIOSHA sight visit, the inspector verbally stated twice a year should be acceptable, but he would like me to contact MIOSHA for verification.  Is an outside company’s inspection twice a year acceptable for our situation?


	Answer:  Manually moved chain hoists on a push trolley are exempted from the scope of Part 20, see Rule R408.12001.
If they were covered by Part 20. Underhung Cranes & Monorail Systems, a semi-annual inspection is all that would be required for your hoists.
