	Topic:  Parameters of Mudsills



	Question:  What are the parameters for mudsills, i.e. size, shape and construction?


	Answer:  The purpose of a mudsill is to provide a suitable foundation that supports the load of the scaffold, materials, and workers without collapse or shifting of one component or the entire scaffold.  Mudsills distribute the scaffold load over the ground area. 

Scaffold loads and soil capacity must be determined by a competent person, with the size and shape of mudsills designed accordingly.  No one size or shape will fit all situations.  

Most manufacturers recommend using 2”x10” planks spanning under a minimum of two supports and extending past the frame.  Base plates should be centered on the mudsill and secured to prevent movement.  Screw jacks are also recommended to ensure the scaffold is level and plumb.
