	Answer:  Yes, separate summaries are required for each geographic location and must reflect the NAICS code for the work that is conducted at each establishment.

Rule 1110a. (2)(d) Separate reports are routinely prepared for each establishment on the number of employees, their wages and salaries, sales or receipts, and other business information. For example, if an employer operates a construction company at the same location as a lumber yard, the employer may consider each business to be a separate establishment.
