	Topic:  OSHA Inspection Sticker



	Question:  We insure a company that uses boom trucks-cranes to put up signs. The insured has stated that a fellow company had a crane flip over and was damaged. Our insured was told that the insurance carrier denied the claim for the crane because it failed to have a current OSHA inspection sticker on this equipment. 


	Answer: The "OSHA" sticker your insurance agent made reference to is a means to certify that a mobile crane has had its annual inspection as required by Federal OSHA to comply with the old Federal Standard 1926.550. Both Federal OSHA and MI OSHA have a new standard, 29 CFR 1926.1400 for Federal OSHA and the Construction Safety Standard Part 10. Lifting and Digging Equipment for MIOSHA. The sticker may not satisfy the new standard requirements, due to the amount of information required to be documented by the MIOSHA rule 408.41012a (7) (g) Documentation of annual inspection. The requirements are as follows:  The following information shall be documented, maintained, and retained for a minimum of 12 months by the employer that conducts the inspection: (i) The items checked and the results of the inspection; (ii) The name and signature of the person who conducted the inspection and the date; (iii) The employer shall maintain, on the jobsite, a copy of the records of the date and results of the latest inspection for each piece of equipment. Both OSHA and MIOSHA require that the all documentation produced under the rule shall be available to all persons who conduct inspection.  408.41012a (12).
