	Topic:  Standards on Electromagnetic Fields in the Workplace


	Question:  Does MIOSHA have any regulations concerning electromagnetic fields in a workplace?



	Answer: Yes.  MIOSHA Occupational Health Standard Part 382. Nonionizing Radiation, establishes an exposure guideline of 10 milliwatts per square centimeter (mW/cm2) as averaged over any possible 0.1 hour period.  The exposure guideline of 10 mW/cm2 is frequency independent and originates from the American National Standards Institute (ANSI), C95 Committee, and was first published in 1966. 

In 1996 the Federal Communication Commission (FCC) adopted a newer frequency dependant guideline for evaluating radiofrequency (RF) exposures.  MIOSHA enforcement industrial hygienists will often use the FCC’s limits to assess employee exposures to electromagnetic fields.  The exposure limits are calculated based on the frequency of the electromagnetic field that is being assessed.
