	Question:  Where can I find fatal and non-fatal program injury reports previous to FY 2000? Preferably from 1973 to the present?

	Answer:  Fatal and non-fatal injury and illness reports for Michigan residents posted on the MIOSHA website currently go back to 2002.  An additional source of work-related fatality information would be from the Michigan Fatality Assessment and Control Evaluation (MIFACE) website, though reports are only available back to 2001.

The Federal Bureau of Labor Statistics can provide data going back prior to 2000.  

It is important to note that the injury and illness reports (both fatal and non-fatal) underwent a change in their tabulation with regard to the industry classification when the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) replaced the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) around 2003.
