	Topic:  Job Built Wire Rope Slings


	Question:  Are there any restrictions in using a job built wire rope sling that is made using wire rope clips?

	Answer: MIOSHA does not allow a job built wire rope sling to be used for lifting or hoisting.  Construction Safety Standard Part 8. Material Handling and Storage of Materials, Rule 833 references General Industry Safety Standard Part 49. Slings for Construction Operations.  

Part 49. Slings, Rule 4935 states:

An eye in a wire rope sling shall not be formed by using a knot or a wire rope clip.

Part 49 defines a “sling” as:

“An assembly which connects the load to the material handling equipment for the purpose of lifting or hoisting.”  

However, MIOSHA rules do allow wire rope to be connected together with wire rope clips for purposes other than lifting or hoisting, i.e. dragging, pulling and tying down equipment.
