	Subject:  Other - Loading and unloading flatbed trailers


	Topic:  Specific rules


	Question:  Are there MIOSHA regulations that are specific to loading and unloading freight on flatbed trailers for 18-wheel trucks?  Does MIOSHA govern these operations?


	Answer:  In the strictest interpretation of the question, the answer is no—there are no specific rules that cover, exclusively, the loading and unloading of flatbed trailers.  In a more general interpretation, there are rules that could govern the loading and unloading depending upon the nature of the equipment being used for the operation, such as a powered industrial hi-lo; an overhead, gantry, or underhung crane; and slinging/rigging equipment.  See the standards below for the specific requirements.
