Answers

1. b) False –Temporary traffic control zones are based on the location, length of time, type of roadway, and type of work.  Section 6G of the 2005 Michigan Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MMUTCD).

2. a) True - Signs mounted on barricades and other portable supports shall not be less than 0.3 meters (1ft.) above the traveled way, are crashworthy and unobstructed.  Section 6F of the 2005 MMUTCD. 

3.  b) False – On November 24, 2008 the Federal Highway Administration published 23 CFR Part 634, which requires all employees who perform work on or in a right-of-way of Federal-aid highways to wear ANSI 107-2004 Class 2 or Class 3 High-Visibility apparel.  Section 6E.02 of the 2005 MMUTCD.

4. b) False – Eighteen-inch high traffic cones are only allowed during the daytime and on low speed roadways (40 mph or less).   Page 6F-31 Figure 6F-7 of the 2005 MMUTCD.

5. b) False - The use of one traffic regulator may be sufficient at spot lane closures where adequate sight distance is available for the reasonably safe handling of traffic. Section 6E page 6E-5 and 6H-24 of the 2005 MMUTCD.

6. b) False - The needs and control of all road users (motorists, bicyclists, and pedestrians within the highway, including persons with disabilities in accordance with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), Title II Paragraph 35.130) through a TTC zone shall be an essential part of highway construction, utility work, maintenance operations and the management of traffic incidents.  Page 6B-1 of the 2005 MMUTCD.

7. d) 10 ft. Minimum. Page 6G-6 sections 6G.08 and Figure 6H-6 page 6H-17 of the 2005 MMUTCD.

8. d) Advance Warning Area, Transition Area, Activity area, Termination Area.  Section 6C.03 of the 2005 MMUTCD. 

9. b) False – Pot hole patching is typically a short term operation (work that occupies a location up to 1 hour) or a mobile work operation (work that moves intermittently or continuously) that may have alternate options, e.g. signs mounted on trucks, appropriately colored or marked vehicles with high-intensity rotating, flashing, oscillating, or strobe lights in place of signs and channelizing devices.   Page 6G-1, Sections 6G.02 (Work Duration) of the 2005 MMUTCD. 

10. a) True - Illumination must meet 20 foot candles where tasks require high levels of precision and extreme care.  Section 6F.76 of the 2005 MMUTCD.
