	Topic:  Traffic Control


	Question:  1. How will MIOSHA enforce Rule 5833(6) of Part 58. Aerial Work Platforms that all traffic control requirements be in compliance with Part 6 of the 2005 Michigan Department of Transportation Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD)?  

2. If employers comply with the U.S. Department of Transportation Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices and the traffic control provisions in the ANSI Z133.1 standard, will they be considered in compliance with the MIOSHA provision? 

3. Will MIOSHA override Michigan county interpretations of Part 6?


	Answer:  1. This will be enforced on a case-by-case basis as there are many different scenarios addressed in Part 6 of the 2005 MUTCD.  In some situations referrals could be made to MDOT for their assistance. 

2. MDOT has MUTCD rules specific to Michigan.  If an employer is complying with U.S. Department of Transportation MUTCD and ANSI Z133.1-2006 rules that do not conflict with Michigan MUTCD rules or create hazards to workers, no citation would be issued.

3. MIOSHA rules will override Michigan county interpretations of Part 6 where worker hazards are present.
