	Question:  I am starting a janitorial service with my husband and I wanted information on the proper OSHA training and anything else I would need in order to have a prosperous business. 


	Answer:  MIOSHA does not require an employer to take any specific training in order to establish a janitorial service.  However, a janitorial service must post the MIOSHA poster in the workplace and implement certain MIOSHA Occupational Standards in order to be in compliance with MIOSHA rules and regulations.  Those standards are as follows: hazard communication, personal protective equipment (PPE) and record keeping (if the employer has more than 10 employees).  In addition, if a janitorial services engage in work activities that require their employees to be exposed to blood or body fluids (depending upon the level of exposure), the bloodborne infectious disease (BID) standard and the respiratory protection standard may also be applicable.
