The Black property will be managed as a part of the Petersburg State
Game Area for hunting, trapping, and wildlife-related recreational
opportunities as allowed under State Land Rules for Wildlife and Game
Areas.

This rural southern-Michigan 58.38-acre parcel will provide additional
hunting and wildlife-related recreational opportunities, while assisting in
the restoration of a lakeplain cak opening, an extremely rare natural
community. it is within the boundaries of the Petersburg State Game
Area and contains the following characteristics:

» Wildiife — this parcel provides an opportunity for the Department
and The Nature Conservancy to restore a rare lakeplain oak
opening natural community, and to manage for species that are
reliant on this type of habitat.

¢ Adjacent to state-owned land — the parcel abuts a large block of

existing state-owned land on one side.

¢ Access - the parcel will be accessed from the adjacent county-
maintained road or the adjacent state-owned lands.

¢ Topography and cover — the property is a generally level
agricuitural property with several low areas and woodlots.

« Water — a drain crosses the northeast corner of the property.

¢ Improvements — there are no improvements on the property.

As a result, this property will provide quality opportunities for dispersed
public recreation in southern Michigan and will support Michigan's
$1.3 billion hunting industry by increasing the amount of hunting fand.

The seller will convey mineral rights relative to this tract, if owned.

Acquisition of this parcel will contribute to the Department's goals of
consolidating state ownership, securing wildlife habitat, and increasing
public recreation opportunities.

Engagement: Summerfield Township voted unanimously to support this purchase.
