


How to Apply

0 Look at the map and choose the DMU where you wish to hunt.
Antlerless licenses are available only in those DMUs that are
shaded in color.

9 If the DMU is shaded purple, an application is advisable for
either public land or private land. If the DMU is shaded green, an
application is advisable for public land only.

6 You may apply for either a private land antlerless license or a public
land antlerless license — not both. It is unlawful to apply more than
once.

Hunt Table

Public land licenses are available for selected DMUs, as indicated with an X. Private
land licenses are available in all listed (shaded) DMUs.
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Il = Special deer hunts. Licenses for these DMUs are available on a local basis. See “Special
Deer Hunts” in the 2009 Michigan Hunting and Trapping Guide, or contact the local DNR
office for application information. The information also is available on the DNR Web site.
Private land antlerless licenses are available over the counter for DMU 173 and DMU 174.

NOTE: Only public land antlerless licenses are valid on Commercial Forest
Lands. If you plan to hunt during the firearm or muzzleloader season for an
antlerless deer on Commercial Forest Land, you must have a public land
antlerless license for that DMU.

Private Land Antlerless Deer Licenses

Private land antlerless deer licenses for DMUs shaded green go on sale Sept. 10 at
10 a.m. In addition, after the drawing, any leftover antlerless licenses may be purchased
online for from any license agent for all listed DMUs. Hunters may purchase two private
land antlerless deer licenses each day, up to the season limit of five.

You May Submit a Single Application Only,
Either for a Public Land License or for a
Private Land License (But Not Both)

Hunting license fees are established by the Legislature. The DNR has been
granted authority to discount antlerless deer licenses and has discounted
these licenses since 1995. In 2009, most antlerless deer licenses will
not be discounted. Licenses will be discounted 40 percent only in
DMUs 001, 004, 035, 060, 068, 071, 135, 452 and 487 where bovine
tuberculosis has been documented in the northeast Lower Peninsula,
and in Kent County (DMU 041) where chronic wasting disease has
been documented.
