Marinas: Inland vs. Great Lakes fishing regulations
defining boundaries

Tributary: a river or stream flowing into a larger body of water.
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Note: The Pigeon River is a tributary.
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Inlet: a small arm of the lake, including but not limited to marinas that are

not within a tributary as defined above
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
