Comments: The offered privately-owned property is located in eastern Clare County,
eleven miles west of the city of Gladwin, and connects two isolated
parcels of State-owned land (75 and 160 acres) administered as part of the
Gladwin State Game Area.

The 400-acre parcel contains a diversity of cover types, 1,200 feet of
frontage on Spike Hom Creek a tributary to the Tobacco River, and one-
half mile of county road frontage. One particularly unique feature is the
thermal cover (cedar yarding area for deer) that ties in with the existing
100 acre lowland conifer swamp owned by the Department immediately to
the east. Numerous game and furbearer species such as black bear,
bobcat, otter, beaver, mink, muskrat, deer, ruffed grouse, woodcock, wild
turkey, coyote, rabbit and waterfowl are found on the property which has
traditionally been utilized and managed for firearm hunting.
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The property also contains a modest 400 square foot seasonal cabin with a
hand pump, no plumbing or electricity, and is lighted with propane. The
cabin does not contribute significant market value to the property and the
Department will have the right to either improve or demolish it.

The purchase will include mineral rights owned by the seller.

The parcel will significantly block in state ownership by connecting two
isolated parcels that have private ownership on all four sides. Acquisition
will provide enhanced wildlife management capabilities, increased public
recreational opportunities, and secure valuable wildlife habitat.

Recommendation:  That this tract be approved for purchase with payment of $580,000.00 to
be made from funds appropriated for the Michigan Natural Resources
Trust Fund, Winter Deer Habitat Initiative, as contained in Act 59, Public
