§ Library books/materials related to regional natural resources.   All materials must be 

approved by the Grant Supervisor.   
3)  Tree plantings, events and/or purchases must occur by June 30, 2007.   
4)  Grant funds are reimbursed after the plantings, events and/or purchases are completed.

eligibility. 
3)  Fifty (50) grants will be randomly 

selected from the eligible applications.
