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2014 License Structure—Takes effect March 1, 2014

A base license will be required for every resident and non-resident who hunts. It allows for small game hunting and purchasing other hunting

licenses. It is not required to purchase a fishing license.

Revenue generated under the new license structure will create better recreational opportunities, improve habitat, and help preserve and

promote Michigan’s fishing, hunting and trapping heritage throughout the state.

Frequently Asked Questions

How will the 2014 license restructuring help hunting, trapping and fishing in Michigan?
With the new license restructuring, hunters, trappers and anglers will have greater access to world-
class recreational opportunities, improved habitat, increased education and outreach, and more.

When will the new license structure take effect?
The new license structure takes effect on March 1, 2014.

Why do | have to purchase a base license?

The base license provides critical funding for habitat and conservation work on both public and
private land. The DNR is committed to delivering the best hunting and trapping opportunities that we
can afford with the license revenue that hunters and trappers provide. The funds also support the
work of conservation officers and field staff, to ensure safe, legal hunting practices are followed.

The prices of the base hunting license, hunt/fish combo license and all-species fishing
license include a new $1 surcharge. How will this money be spent?

These funds will be overseen in a transparent manner by an independent body. The money will be
used to educate the public on wildlife issues, wildlife management, and the importance of hunting,
fishing and trapping in Michigan.

What will be included in the base license?
Small game hunting is included in the base license, plus the ability to purchase licenses for other
species.

Will there still be a combination deer license?

Yes. As in the previous license structure, hunters will have the option to buy a single deer license, or
a deer combo license, which includes two deer licenses. Specifics will be available in the 2074
Hunting and Trapping Digest. Antler point restrictions (APRs) may apply for the area that is being
hunted.

What is included in the Hunt/Fish Combo license?
This includes an all-species fishing license, a base license and two deer licenses.

When is an ORV trail permit required?

In addition to the ORYV license, an ORYV trail permit (an additional $10 for a total of $36.25) is
required when operating on designated and signed ORV ftrails, routes and scramble areas. Visit
ORV/ATV Trail Maps at Michigan.gov/DNR for a listing of trails and maps.

| usually buy a restricted fishing license, which is cheaper than the all-species fishing
license. Why is the restricted license going away? | do not want to pay for an all-species
license when | don't fish for trout or salmon.

Simplifying the license types reduces confusion and eliminates the need for restricted license buyers
to purchase an upgrade to an all-species license later if they choose to target trout or salmon. Since
all fishing licenses will be good for all species, there is no need to figure out which license to
purchase; anglers can fish with a single license.

There is no longer a 15% discount for buying multiple licenses
