STATE WORKER GUIDELINES AND INFORMATION

Ludington State Park offers some of the State’s finest natural resources and is #1 for camping in the
Michigan State Park system!! If you desire a fast-paced environment and successful team,
consider the following:

Must be at least 18 years of age (or 17 and graduating from high school this year).

Valid Driver’s License is required.

Drug Testing: Pre-employment drug testing is required and will be paid for by the employer.
Uniforms: We provide uniform shirts, jacket, name bar and hat.

Paychecks: Direct deposited or mailed bi-weekly.

Positions Available (A separate application is required for each position. Aresume is
recommended and applicants should include volunteer experience if applicable):

Operations: Register campers via computerized reservation system, sell recreation
passports, provide information to visitors, clean park grounds, clean public restrooms, mow
grass, and other duties. Good cash handling skills required.

Maintenance: Paint, stain, mow grass, rake, maintain trails, light construction, pick up litter,
clean public restrooms, and other duties. Physically strenuous outdoor work in a variety of
weather conditions.

Janitorial: Clean buildings including toilets, showers, sinks, floors, and other areas that
require physical effort. Also includes minor maintenance and other duties.

Piping Plover Steward: Monitor piping plover nesting areas, provide information to park
visitors, and other duties. Physically strenuous outdoor field work in a variety of weather
conditions.

Dates of Employment:  Mid-May through mid-August (some employees work until mid-October)

Hours of Employment: 40 hours per week on various shifts; weekends and holidays required

Day Shift 7:15a.m. - 3:45 p.m. or 8:00 a.m. — 4:30 p.m.
Afternoon Shift 3:15 p.m. - 11:45 p.m. or 1:00 p.m. — 9:30 p.m.
Night Shift 11:00 p.m. - 7:30 a.m.

Rate of Pay: Day shift starting rate of pay is $8.15 per hour

Afternoon and night shift starting rate is $8.56 per hour
No Civil Service benefits (sick leave, vacation days, or insurance)

Applications are kept on file for the calendar year.
