The purpose of this solicitation is to pre-qualify vendors for the establishment of fresh beef contracts for the Department of Corrections.  

Pre-qualified vendors will be determined by an evaluation of applicant’s SOQ.  It is imperative that each requirement be thoroughly answered.  Certificate of Insurance must be submitted in order to be pre-qualified.

Vendors shall submit their SOQ including sufficient attachments to provide complete and concise, relevant information.  Please submit six (6) hard copies.  This material and any questions must be submitted to:

Responses must be received by February 21, 2007.  Vendors may submit a response to the pre-qualification program at any time; however, responses received after February 21, 2007, will be evaluated on a periodic basis.  Vendors failing to meet the minimum level of excellence necessary to pre-qualify under this solicitation, along with any new vendors that did not participate in this solicitation, may pre-qualify by contacting Purchasing Operations.  These “refresh” opportunities may occur if MSI requirements indicate a need for additional pre-qualified vendors.

PRE-QUALIFICATION FOR VENDORS

WORK STATEMENT
BACKGROUND/PROBLEM STATEMENT

The State of Michigan, Department of Management and Budget, Purchasing Operations, is seeking to establish a list of pre-qualified vendors to provide fresh beef to the Department of Corrections, Michigan State Industries (MSI).  These meat products are raw material products that are required to make beef products at the MSI Meat Processing Plant for correctional institutions.  Pre-qualification will be based on vendor’s response to the SOQ as well as vendor’s agreement to the State’s terms and conditions.  If vendor is approved as pre-qualified, a Contract will be issued to that vendor.    
OBJECTIVES

The purpose of this project is to create a mechanism in which qualified vendors can review and bid on fresh beef products in a short period of time, thus providing maximum value to MSI.  As a result of this solicitation, MSI will have access to a pool of pre-qualified vendors available to provide quality fresh beef products.
REQUIREMENTS

The following is a preliminary listing of the requirements involved in developing the end products of this pre-qualification.  The vendor is not, however, constrained from supplementing this listing with additional steps, subtasks, or elements deemed necessary to permit the development of alternative approaches.
1. Vendor shall be registered with the State of Michigan.  Vendor may register on-line by going to http://www.michigan.gov/doingbusiness, click on “Becoming a Business Partner” and then click on “How to Become a Vendor” or by calling (517) 373-4111.

2. Bidding Process

a. Bids will be faxed to each of the pre-qualified vendors with the expectation of a return response the same day of the request.  

b. Bids will be awarded to pre-qualified vendors based on best value, which will consist of overall price, delivery schedule and availability.    

3.
Vendor shall adhere to the product specifications.

4.
Contracts will be for an initial three (3) year period.  Purchasing Operations may offer to extend the contracts for up to two one-year periods.  Any extension will be subject to mutual agreement between Purchasing Operations and vendor. 

5.

Vendor agrees that the State may, upon 24-hour notice, perform an audit at vendor’s location(s) to determine if vendor is complying with the requirements of the Contract.  Vendor agrees to cooperate with the State during the audit and produce all records and documentation that verifies compliance with the Contract requirements.
6.
Any issue of vendor performance will be documented and discussed with vendor.  The vendor performance may affect any future awards and their status in the pre-qualified program.  Performance by pre-qualified vendors will be continually evaluated by the State.  Performance will be a factor in the award of any Contract and continued poor performance will be grounds for cancellation of Contract.
STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS

NOTE:  Pre-qualification will be based upon vendor’s response to this Statement of Qualifications and vendor’s agreement to the terms and conditions herein.  Vendor will receive a letter from the Department of Management and Budget (DMB), Purchasing Operations, indicating their status in the pre-qualified program.  

The following information shall be included in all proposals.  These factors will be used in evaluating each response to the solicitation.  Proposals should be formatted to include each of the following sections, which should be clearly identified with the appropriate headings:

1. COMPANY INFORMATION/CAPABILITIES

Vendor to state the full name, address, telephone number, email address, and website of your organization and, if applicable, the branch office or other subordinate elements that will perform, or assist in performing, the work hereunder.  Indicate whether it operates as an individual, partnership, or corporation; if as a corporation, include the State in which it is incorporated.  If applicable, state whether it is licensed or registered to operate in the State of Michigan.  In addition, please indicate how long the company has been in business and the company’s sales volumes for the last five (5) years.

2. PRIOR EXPERIENCE

Indicate the prior experience of your firm which you consider relevant to your ability to successfully manage a contract for the commodity defined by this solicitation.  Include sufficient detail to demonstrate the relevance of such experience.  Proposals submitted should include, in this section, descriptions of qualifying experience to include project descriptions, costs, and starting and completion dates of projects successfully completed.  Also, include the name, address and phone number of the responsible official of the client organization who may be contacted.

Vendors shall provide the names, address and phone number of three (3) specific references with their proposal.  References may include State of Michigan facilities where services are currently being provided.  If you do not service any State of Michigan accounts, provide your company’s three (3) major accounts.  Include the name of your contact person and telephone number.

3. STAFFING

Vendor must be able to provide appropriate staff to properly service a State of Michigan contract.

Vendor shall discuss the key personnel that will be assigned to a State of Michigan contract; identify the key personnel by name and title; discuss their primary responsibilities; and indicate where these personnel will be physically located during the contract performance.

List all subcontractors, including firm name, address, contact person, and a complete description of the work to be contracted.  Include descriptive information concerning subcontractor's organization and abilities (please refer to Article 3.515).
Vendor shall describe your company’s staffing.  In addition, if the vendor is a corporate chain, list the number of employees at the regional location.

Vendor shall have sufficient staffing to provide the levels of product quality, service, delivery and all other requirements outlined in this solicitation.

4. FACILITIES/PRODUCTION/WAREHOUSING/DISTRIBUTION

Vendor shall have the ability to produce and supply food distributors to ensure no product shortages. 
Vendor shall have sufficient warehouse space to assure ample stock levels to prevent product shortages.   

Backorders will not be acceptable.
Vendor shall have the fleet or subcontracted carriers needed to ensure product is delivered on time per the contract requirements.

Vendor shall provide detail regarding their ability to produce and supply food distributors to ensure no product shortages.  In addition, vendor shall provide detail regarding their warehouse space.  
5. RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

Vendor shall discuss their ability to invest in new product development and research to stay current with ongoing demands.

6.
PRODUCT TESTING AND QUALITY CONTROL

Vendor shall provide details regarding any Quality Assurance Program(s) and Quality Control Program(s) currently in place within their organization.  Vendor shall provide a copy of their Quality Assurance and/or Quality Control Program(s) with their written response.

Vendor shall have a written Quality Control Program and a Product Testing Program in place which ensures safe and unadulterated products that meet specifications.  These programs shall also ensure that all products are wholesome and that all manufacturers and suppliers to the vendor have effective Quality Control Programs, have standard operating procedures and use good manufacturing practices.  All manufacturers supplying product to vendor shall have verifiable HACCP programs in place at their manufacturing facilities.  Vendor shall monitor the qualify control program of all suppliers and manufacturers.  

Testing shall be done using FDA/USDA approved methodologies.  Testing of fat content shall be in compliance with the methodology approved by the Association of Analytical Chemists.  Routing and regular testing shall include product temperature, product age, product condition, bones, fat content, microbiological content, and foreign matter content.
The State of Michigan will periodically and randomly test products delivered to MSI for conformance to the requirements of the products and conformance to the manufacturer’s specifications.  Failure to meet the requirements will invalidate the Contract and will result in Vendor being in default and liable for liquidated damages as described in Section 2.703, Liquidated Damages.

7.
PRODUCT QUALITY

Products shall meet the specifications found on the attached contract item listing, the specifications shown on Item 32 below, and shall meet the manufacturing specifications for each item.  All products shall come from a USDA inspected facility.

There shall be zero tolerance for mold contamination.  There shall be no mold on food products except what is part of its nature.  In the event of mold contamination discovered during inspection by MSI, MSI shall reject the entire shipment of subject food product.  Furthermore, in the event of mold contamination discovered while the food product is properly stored and handled at MSI in an unused condition within vendor’s guaranteed shelf life, MSI shall reject the entire shipment of subject food product.  Vendor shall pick up the rejected product within 48 hours of being notified of the rejection by MSI at no additional charge to MSI.  Defective items shall be exchanged or credited by the vendor at the option of MSI.

If any items requested on Contract are produced and/or grown outside the United States, vendor shall indicate that the respective product is imported.  Furthermore, if changes occur during the Contract period which may require the vendor to supply imported product rather than product produced and/or grown in the United States, approval must be granted by MSI prior to shipping of such product.  Should MSI discover vendor has been supplying MSI with product from outside the United States without prior approval from MSI, the Contract may be cancelled.

All product containers shall be identified with the product name, exact net weight, and date of pack.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

8.
HAZARD ANALYSIS CRITICAL POINT (HACCP) PROGRAM

Vendor’s Production Plant(s) and Distribution Centers shall have a fully implemented HACCP Program(s).  Copy(s) of your company’s and/or your supplier(s) Hazard Analysis Critical Control Point (HACCP) Program(s) shall be submitted with vendor’s response.  Vendor’s HACCP program shall completely describe all details of the program.  In addition, if vendor is not the manufacturer, vendor shall submit verification that their supplier(s) all have current HACCP Program(s) as it relates to this solicitation.

Vendor shall have a USDA certified laboratory or access for testing chemical residues.

Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

9.
RECALL PROGRAM

Vendor shall describe their company’s Product Recall Program.  Vendor shall include a summary of their recall notification procedures.  In addition, if Vendor is not the manufacturer, vendor shall also submit their supplier’s Recall Program as it relates to this solicitation.

Vendor shall have the ability to track all products delivered (barcode/UPC’s) to the distributor.

Vendor shall have a product recall program that provides for immediate notification to all customers, including MSI, which have received the recalled products.  In all cases of product recall, vendor shall notify MSI that MSI has received the recalled product.  In addition, vendor shall notify the buyer of this contractual agreement and the Contract Compliance Inspector.  Notification shall not exceed twenty-four (24) hours after vendor learns of the recall.  Vendor shall have the ability to track products by lot number to specific customers including MSI.  Vendor is responsible for picking up and replacing or issuing credit for all products that are subject to recall at no additional charge to MSI.

Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

10.
SANITATION INSPECTION/PEST CONTROL

Vendor shall submit a copy of their company’s most recent sanitation report as a result of a professional inspection provided by a government agency or independent private association.  The report should include details of the written inspection and the rating score.  The report submitted shall include a date and be performed within twelve months from this solicitation date.  Vendor shall address any corrective actions listed on any major violations identified in the inspection report.

Vendor shall provide copies of their company’s last consecutive six (6) pest inspections.  The reports submitted shall include a date and must be performed within six months from this solicitation date.  Vendor shall address corrective actions taken on any repeated occurrences identified on the reports.

Vendor shall conform to all applicable Federal, State and local laws regarding sanitation.

11.
NUTRITIONAL INFORMATION

If requested by MSI, vendor shall provide nutritional data for any products within three (3) business days to MSI at no additional cost.  Online access to all nutritional information is preferred. 
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

12.
SAMPLES DURING CONTRACT TERM

If requested, vendor shall provide sample quantities, at no cost to MSI, so they can determine whether products not currently purchased meet their needs.  Sampling may be required during the life of the Contract.  Vendor shall be available to assist in sampling if needed.  
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.
13.
SPOT BUYS
Vendor shall have available for purchase by MSI the following kinds of products:

· Prison Pack:  Products that are slightly off specifications for a manufacturer’s primary customer.

· Special Buys:  One-time inventory liquidations available due to oversupply, discontinued labels, change of pack for other reasons which do not affect product quality.

It is expected that MSI will fulfill most of its needs utilizing the commodities included in this Contract.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

14.
CUSTOMER SERVICE/ORDERING

Vendor shall respond to agency inquiries within one (1) business day of receipt of contact.  A Customer Service Representative shall be assigned specifically to the MSI account, including name, toll-free phone number, fax and email address with vendor’s proposal.  The representative shall be prepared to assist MSI in any ordering or invoicing problems.   Vendor shall have internal controls, approved by Purchasing Operations, to insure that authorized individuals with MSI place orders.  Vendor shall verify orders requesting quantities that appear to be abnormal or excessive.

Vendor shall discuss their ordering/customer service capabilities.  Vendor shall have the capability to receive orders electronically, by telephone, e-mail, facsimile, and by written order.   

Any food commodities to be furnished under the contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the schedule.

All delivery orders are subject to the terms and conditions of the contract.  In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

If mailed, a Purchase Order is considered "issued" when MSI deposits the order in the mail.  Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods. 

Vendor shall give details as to how product complaints or returns will be handled.

Vendor shall provide the contact information for placing orders with their proposal.  If different than the Customer Service Representative, provide the contact where orders are sent, name(s), phone number, fax and email address.

15.
PRODUCT AVAILABILITY

MSI will not allow any cancellation of products used without an equal and acceptable replacement approved by MSI during the term of the Contract.  Vendor shall communicate manufacturer’s discontinuation of any products to MSI, Contract Compliance Inspector, in writing within five (5) business day.  In such instances, Vendor will work with MSI to implement alternative options.  Vendor shall be prepared to offer detailed quarterly reports if requested by MSI displaying removed SKUs of Contract listing and suggested replacements.

Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

16.
DEFECTIVE PRODUCT

Product will be inspected by MSI within 24 hours of delivery excluding State holidays and weekends.  All products must be in a wholesome and sanitary condition when delivered.  Products will not be accepted if the products fail to meet specifications either in product quality or packaging or the product is an unauthorized substitute product.  Vendor must pick up the rejected product within 48 hours of being notified of the rejection by MSI at no additional charge to MSI.  Defective items must be exchanged or credited by vendor at the option of the agency.

MSI reserves the right to hold rejected products suspected of being adulterated for inspection by the United States Department of Agriculture and/or the Michigan Department of Agriculture.

Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

17.
PAYMENTS AND INVOICING

All invoices shall reflect the prices and discounts established for the items on this Contract for all orders placed by MSI.  Before payment is made, MSI will verify that all invoiced charges are correct as per the Contract.  Only properly submitted invoices will be officially processed for payment.  Prompt payment requires that invoices be clear and complete in conformity with the instructions below.  All invoices shall be itemized showing:

· MSI facility name and address

· MSI facility account number

· Vendor name and remit to address

· MSI purchase order number and date 

· Item brand name and/or manufacturer’s name

· Item description

· Manufacturer’s product number and stock number

· Prices per Contract, such as unit price and extended price including applicable discounts of each item, with detailed backup if required

· Quantity shipped/statement total
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.
18.
TRAINING

Vendor shall discuss their training capabilities and the training to be included in the Contract.  Vendor shall provide training to MSI, when necessary, on aspects of ordering, shipping, billing, and receiving.  At the request of the Contract Compliance Inspector, vendor shall provide in-service training to agency personnel on products, installation, and product safety issues.  

19.
REPORTING

Vendor shall discuss their capabilities related to generating reports as it relates to this contractual agreement.  Vendor shall be able to provide various reports when requested by MSI and/or Purchasing Operations, DMB.  Examples include itemized report of total items (commodities) purchased by MSI, open invoice reports, delivery compliance reports, quantity reports, service compliance reports, etc.  Vendor shall include examples with their response and shall be identified as a report.  

20. SPECIAL PROGRAMS

The State is interested in any other special programs that vendor may have.  Please discuss the programs listed below:
Rebate Programs:  If a manufacturer offers rebates directly to MSI, vendor shall track purchase information for MSI for the items affected and submit this information to the manufacturer as required by the manufacturer.

Product Discounts: The State of Michigan reserves the right to negotiate pricing, discounts and/or rebates directly with the manufacturers for large volume purchases.  Vendor shall pass on to MSI all price discounts and reductions which MSI is entitled to receive from the manufacturers.  These discounts and reductions shall include, without limitation, nonprofit allowances, free goods, rebates, quarterly and other discounts and special manufacturer deal prices.  MSI reserves the right to change to other product brands carried by the vendor if the cost is beneficial to the State.

21.
SECURITY

The Contract will require frequent deliveries or on-site service to MSI.  Vendor shall discuss in their response all measures utilized by their company to ensure the security and safety of these buildings.  This shall include, but is not limited to, performance of security background checks on all personnel assigned to MSI (i.e. delivery people) and how the security background checks are performed, what the security check consists of, the name of the company that performs the security checks, use of uniforms and ID badges, etc.  If security background checks are performed on staff, vendor shall indicate the name of the company that performs the check as well as provide a document stating that each employee has satisfactorily completed a security check and is suitable for assignment to MSI facilities.  Upon request by MSI, vendor shall provide the results of all security background checks.

Upon review of the security measures included in vendor’s response and if that vendor is awarded a contract, MSI will determine whether to issue State ID badges to vendor’s delivery personnel or accept the ID badge issued to delivery personnel by vendor.

MSI may decide to also perform a security background check.  If so, vendor will be required to provide to the State a list of all delivery people that will service MSI facilities, including name and date of birth (social security number or driver license number may also be required).

Vendor and its subcontractors shall comply with the security access requirements of individual MSI facilities.

22.
CARRIER REQUIREMENTS

Trucks used for transport of products from Vendor’s supplier(s) and trucks used to deliver products to MSI shall be regularly inspected for cleanliness and the ability to maintain adequate refrigeration.

Vendors shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

23.
DELIVERY 

All orders shall be delivered on specific delivery dates.  A three (3) to seven (7) calendar day notice of delivery will be given to Vendor.  Product shall be delivered as specified by MSI.

Deliveries shall be made Monday through Friday, 6:30 a.m. through 1:30 p.m.  No deliveries will be accepted on State of Michigan holidays.
Items delivered shall meet factory superintendent’s approval.  Overages or shortages in excess of 5% will not be accepted.
There shall be nothing loaded on or in the truck other than the items being delivered to MSI.

MSI reserves the right to require that delivery be made directly to the processing plant.

At least 24 hours prior to delivery of an order, the carrier shall call the factory superintendent at (517) 780-6242 and provide the information for Law Enforcement Information Network (L.E.I.N.) clearance of the delivery driver.

Vendor should be aware that there is a possibility of a mobilization at any of the correctional facilities which prohibits delivery carriers entering the facility at time of arrival.  MSI will not be responsible for any additional charges which may arise due to delivery delays caused by a mobilization.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

24.
F.O.B. POINT

All prices shall be quoted “F.O.B. Delivered” with transportation charges prepaid on all shipments of 12,000 pounds or more. 

Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

25.
MINIMUM ORDER

The minimum order is 12,000 lbs per shipment.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

26.
DELIVERY TEMPERATURE

Delivery shall be made in a clean, enclosed, temperature controlled, truck and be free from odors.  Inside of trucks shall be washed as necessary throughout the calendar year to maintain clean and sanitary conditions.

All products shall be transported maintaining the proper storage temperatures:

The temperature of the meat upon receipt shall be between 29 degrees F and 40 degrees F unless specified within the item product detail description.
MSI will inspect products to verify delivery temperatures and may reject all or a portion of deliveries not meeting these specifications.

MSI will not accept salvage, distressed, or expired merchandise.  Shipping of such merchandise to MSI facilities, as a result of an order placed against the Contract, shall be considered default by Vendor of the terms and conditions of the Contract and may result in cancellation of the Contract by MSI.  The brand and product number offered for all items shall remain consistent for the term of the Contract unless MSI has approved a change.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

27.
STOCK LEVELS
Backorders are not acceptable under this Contract.  Products listed on this Contract shall be stocked on a regular basis.  Any exceptions, such as product substitutions of equal grade or higher than original request at the same cost as the item originally ordered, shall be approved by MSI prior to shipping.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

28.
PACKAGING

All packaging and packing material shall be new and clean and shall not impart objectionable odors or flavors to the product.  MSI will NOT accept product packed in glass.   Metal wire ties, metal clips, paper-coated wire ties, or staples must not be used for sealing cartons.  Cartons shall be clean, new fiberboard or single-wall boxes and of adequate strength to provide protection and stacking strength.  Cartons shall be clearly marked with the product name, product code, net weight, count/size, open date code of manufacturer, list of ingredients, and the container must bear the U.S.D.A. legend.  Cartons shall be no less than 55 lbs/carton or more than 90 lbs/carton.

The pack sizes indicated on the attached Item Listing represent the sizes currently used by MSI.  MSI reserves the right of final approval on packaging offered by the vendor.
Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

29.
PALLETIZING

Shipments shall be palletized whenever possible and shall conform to the following:

Manufacturer’s standard 4-way shipping pallets are acceptable.

Maximum height:  5'6"; including pallet.

(
Maximum weight:  3500 pounds; including pallet.

Pallets are to be securely banded or shrink-wrapped.

(
The cost of palletizing must be included in the unit price.

Vendor shall discuss their acceptance to this provision.

30.
SITE VISITS

The State of Michigan and MSI may conduct an on-site visit to tour and inspect Vendor’s warehouse(s), delivery vehicles, on-site testing labs and manufacturing plants.  DMB, Purchasing Operations, will schedule these visits, if required.
31.
DELIVERY TERM

Delivery requirements will be detailed on each ITB. 

32.
SPECIFICATIONS

1.
Vendor shall maintain a quality assurance program, the HAACP and S.S.O.P. programs, together with in-house quality assurance programs.  The quality assurance programs must contain limits on the numbers of hours or days that the product will be stored in various stages of the processing operation prior to shipment.  These written programs will be open to the State of Michigan, DMB Purchasing Operations, and/or Michigan State Industries’ inspection at the processing plant at any time during the life of the Contract.

2.
The State of Michigan (DMB, Purchasing Operations and/or Michigan State Industries) will have the right to visit the processing plant and view the processing operations of the Vendor during the life of the Contract or review the inspection and quality assurance of the Vendor.

3.
All beef items shall meet or exceed the following specifications in addition to individual item specifications:

ALL BEEF SHALL BE FRESH PRODUCT.  FROZEN, THAWED, REINSPECTED OR RECERTIFIED BEEF PRODUCTS MAY BE ACCEPTED FOR OPPORTUNITY BUYS.

A.
Meat color shall show a typical color that is indicative of fresh muscle meat.

B.
Cuts and slashes of meat shall not exceed 3” in length and/or ½” in depth.

C.
Meat shall be free of blood clots and bruises.

D.
All product containers must be identified with the product name, exact net weight and date of pack.
E.
All products shall have legible code dates on the box or package.  Code dates shall specify date product was created and a shelf life expiration date. 

4.
The total quantities of each item listed on the attached item listing are three-year estimates.  Amounts per item will vary over the length of the Contract.  The total expected poundage over the three-year Contract period is 4,140,000 lbs.  Some IMPS items may not be ordered.

5.
If Vendor offers a special pricing on any item in the Contract, the offer (amount and price) shall be made available to MSI.  The special offer price shall replace the predetermined Contract price set up in this Contract for the duration of the special offer.

33.
LIABILITY INSURANCE

Vendor shall submit liability insurance certificate verifying that the minimum levels of insurance coverage are met (please refer to Section 2.508).

34.
ARTICLE 3 – CERTIFICATIONS AND REPRESENTATIONS

Code Indemnification

In any and all claims against the State of Michigan, or any of its agents or employees, by any employee of vendor or any of its subcontractors, the indemnification obligation under the Contract shall not be limited in any way by the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for vendor or any of its subcontractors under worker's disability compensation acts, disability benefits acts, or other employee benefits acts.  This indemnification clause is intended to be comprehensive.  Any overlap in sub clauses, or the fact that greater specificity is provided as to some categories of risk, is not intended to limit the scope of indemnification under any other sub clause.

Continuation of Indemnification Obligation

The duty to indemnify will continue in full force and affect not withstanding the expiration or early termination of the Contract with respect to any claims based on facts or conditions, which occurred prior to termination.

Indemnification Procedures

The procedures set forth below shall apply to all indemnity obligations under this Contract.

After receipt by the State of notice of the action or proceeding involving a claim in respect of which it will seek indemnification, the State shall promptly notify vendor of such claim in writing and take or assist vendor in taking, as the case may be, any reasonable action to avoid the imposition of a default judgment against vendor.  No failure to so notify vendor shall relieve vendor of its indemnification obligations except to the extent that vendor can demonstrate damages attributable to such failure.  Within ten (10) days following receipt of written notice from the State relating to any claim, vendor shall notify the State in writing whether vendor agrees to assume control of the defense and settlement of that claim (a “Notice of Election”).  After notifying vendor of a claim and prior to the State receiving vendor’s Notice of Election, the State shall be entitled to defend against the claim, at vendor’s expense, and vendor will be responsible for any reasonable costs incurred by the State in defending against the claim during such period.

Purchasing Operations in conjunction with the Department of Corrections, MSI, may review with vendor their performance under the Contract.  Performance reviews shall be conducted quarterly, semi-annually or annually depending on vendor’s past performance with the State. Such policy shall cover all risks of direct physical loss or damage, including without limitation, flood and earthquake coverage and coverage for computer hardware and software.  The State shall be endorsed on the policy as a loss payee as its interests appear.

Subcontractors
Except where the State has approved in writing a Vendor subcontract with other insurance provisions, Vendor shall require all of its Subcontractors under this Contract to purchase and maintain the insurance coverage as described in this Section for Vendor in connection with the performance of work by those Subcontractors. Failure to comply with articles, sections, or subsections of this agreement, or making any false statement in this agreement will be considered a material breach of this agreement giving the state authority to invoke any and all remedies available to it under this agreement.

In addition to any remedies available in law and by the terms of this contract, if Vendor breaches Sections 2.508, 2.509, or 2.510, such a breach may be considered as a default in the performance of a material obligation of this contract.

NOTICE AND THE RIGHT TO CURE

In the event of a curable breach by Vendor, the State shall provide Vendor written notice of the breach and a time period to cure said breach described in the notice.  This section requiring notice and an opportunity to cure shall not be applicable in the event of successive or repeated breaches of the same nature or if the State determines in its sole discretion that the breach poses a serious and imminent threat to the health or safety of any person or the imminent loss, damage or destruction of any real or tangible personal property.

CANCELLATION

The State may cancel this Contract without further liability or penalty to the State, its departments, divisions, agencies, offices, commissions, officers, agents, and employees for any of the following reasons:

Material Breach by Vendor.  In the event that Vendor breaches any of its material duties or obligations under the Contract, which are either not capable of or subject to being cured, or are not cured within the time period specified in the written notice of breach provided by the State, or pose a serious and imminent threat to the health and safety of any person, or the imminent loss, damage or destruction of any real or tangible personal property, the State may, having provided written notice of cancellation to  Vendor, cancel this Contract in whole or in part, for cause, as of the date specified in the notice of cancellation.

In the event that this Contract is cancelled for cause, in addition to any legal remedies otherwise available to the State by law or equity, Vendor shall be responsible for all costs incurred by the State in canceling the Contract, including but not limited to, State administrative costs, attorneys fees and court costs, and any additional costs the State may incur to procure the services required by this Contract from other sources.  All excess re-procurement costs and damages shall not be considered by the parties to be consequential, indirect or incidental, and shall not be excluded by any other terms otherwise included in the Contract.

In the event the State chooses to partially cancel this Contract for cause charges payable under this Contract will be equitably adjusted to reflect those services that are cancelled.

In the event this Contract is cancelled for cause pursuant to this section, and it is therefore determined, for any reason, that Vendor was not in breach of contract pursuant to the provisions of this section, that cancellation for cause shall be deemed to have been a cancellation for convenience, effective as of the same date, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be limited to that otherwise provided in the Contract for a cancellation for convenience.

Cancellation For Convenience By the State.  The State may cancel this Contract for its convenience, in whole or part, if the State determines that such a cancellation is in the State’s best interest. Approvals Rescinded.  The State may terminate this Contract without further liability or penalty in the event any final administrative or judicial decision or adjudication disapproves a previously approved request for purchase of personal services pursuant to Constitution 1963, Article 11, section 5, and Civil Service Rule 7.  Termination may be in whole or in part and may be immediate as of the date of the written notice to Vendor or may be effective as of the date stated in such written notice.

The timely receipt of wholesome meat conforming to the specifications of this Contract is crucial to the operation of Michigan State Industries.  If any product is not delivered within the time specified in the Contract and/or does not meet specifications, such an occurrence will impact the operation of MSI to the loss and damage to the State. If the state finds that grounds to debar exist, it shall send notice to the vendor of proposed debarment indicating the grounds for proposed debarment and the procedures for requesting a hearing.  If the vendor does not respond with a written request for a hearing with in twenty (20) calendar days, the state shall issue the decision to debar without a hearing.  The debarment period may be of any length up to eight (8) years.  After the debarment period expires, the vendor may reapply for inclusion on bidder lists through the regular application process. Authority given by Executive Order 2003-1.

ANY FALSE CERTIFICATION OF ANY OF THE PRECEEDING PROVISIONS IS GROUNDS FOR DEBARMENT AND WILL GIVE THE STATE THE RIGHT TO INVOKE ALL REMEDIES AVAILBLE TO IT UNDER THIS CONTRACT.
