New Training – Using AccRepair 

There will be two ways for you to obtain information on using AccRepair software. The new Maintenance, Permissions, and Workflow class has a segment on that software where we actually run a report and analyze the results so that you can understand them.

In January, there will be a workshop on using the software and understanding the reports. If needed, the workshop will be held again in March or April.

When you load the software, you will also be loading a 160 page User Guide in PDF format. You are welcome to use this as a tool to learn the software, as well.

Upcoming Workshops

There are going to be two new upcoming workshops that will be offered more than once. The workshop on Using AccRepair, mentioned elsewhere in this newsletter, will cover how to run a report and analyze the results. AccRepair is the new software purchased which will analyze your site for ADA compliance and for broken links and images. This workshop is meant primarily for site administrators. This workshop will be offered for the first time in January 2006. It will be offered again in March or April according to the need.

A second workshop is being developed, titled “Planning A Web Page”. It will be ready by mid to late spring 2006. This workshop will be meant for all CMA users and is planned to be offered periodically, as deemed necessary or as requested.

AccRepair® DS2

AccRepair is an easy-to-use desktop application for everyone that follows US Section 508 or W3C WCAG Accessibility Guidelines (like we do).  AccRepair is smart, fast and available for installation on the workstations of State of Michigan Web site administrators.

Key features of AccRepair:

· NO HTML knowledge required 

· Comprehensive Repair Library

· Spell check system for corrections: Spell Check Alt Text and Log Descriptions for Images, alt text for input fields, alt text for image map link targets, alt text for applets

· Preview images before adding alt text 

· Wizard-based remediation / correction of accessibility errors

· When an element is identified, the AccRepair Wizard tells you what you need to do to repair it.

Using Videos on the Web 

If you need to add a video to your web site, you can only add self-contained videos. That means that the video does not require a back-end server to make it work. The video must run with software that the user can download to his/her own computer, such as Windows Media Player or Quick Time Video, etc.

The size of the video file is also important. The video file should not be greater than 10 Mg in size. Anything larger than that will cause the user frustration when trying to download it, as it will take a very long time, even on a very fast connection. Please be considerate of your users.

New CMA and CDA Enhancements

e-Michigan has recently made several changes to both the Vignette CMA and the CDA for enhanced usability.

Newspaper Column

A new feature has been added to allow a “Newspaper column” format to display for components.

· Checkbox in Component Modifier activates 2-column display in page component.

· The first column wraps to the top of the second column.

· Columns can be separated an optional vertical line (compatible with browsers IE 6+ and NS 6+)

· The line is the same color of the text in the component.

CMA - New ALT Attributes for ADA compliance

The CMA has been enhanced to add ALT attributes with descriptive text for buttons and images on the following pages:

· Category Edit/Add

· Asset Edit/Add

· Asset Special Edit/Add

· Content Entry Wizard

· Content Edit/Add

· Component Modifier

CDA CSS Classes Added

New CSS classes have been added to the CDA for greater control over colors, with new classes added to the following places (new class names are in italics):

· Right Nav Global and Local Quicklinks titles:  qltitleglobal, qltitlelocal
· FAQ Category Title, faqlinktitle
· FAQ Page Layout, FAQ Category Title, faqpagetitle
· Monthly Index, press release day number, meDate 

· On all CDA pages, copyright line at bottom of page, copyright
· Body area, body, bodydisplay
New Text Resize Links

New “text size up/down” links have been added to the secondary navigation area (Printer Friendly, Text Version) to automatically change relative text sizes on the page.

Miscellaneous CMA/CDA changes

1. Component Modifier:  added list of sample bullets to Bullet Help screen.

2. Yearly Index:  added month name, with no content, to listing for current year.

3. Container:

· added 'Y' to special flag check for Edit Page/Clear Body links.

· added check for triplewide content when special flag of SS (ssl) is used

4. Blog Comment Post.  New primary, component nav and other associated categories to cache record when comments are updated for smart cache clears.

5. Content to Listserv.  New regular expression substitution for emdash and endash characters in the body.

6. Categorized Call now has a "jumpto" select list button. This same “jumpto” button has also been added to the Component Modifier component select list. This change is for ADA compliance.
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
