Introducing BLOGs on Michigan.gov
A weblog, Web log or simply a blog, is a web application which contains periodic posts on a common webpage. These posts are often but not necessarily in reverse chronological order. Such a website would typically be accessible to any Internet user.

The BLOG content type has been introduced to the CMA. It is really no different that any other piece of content except that it will display a link to the comments to the blog at the bottom of the content and in the component in which the blog appears.

The Content Edit/Add page in the CMA now has:
· an entry for the type in the content type pull-down

· a note stating "(Review/Moderate BLOG Comments)" is displayed when there are comments to be "approved".

· a list, similar to the workflow item list, is displayed on the CMA content homepage. This list displays content items which have comments that need to moderated. Content items displayed in the list are determined by user category permissions.



On the CDA side of the portal:

· Blog content is displayed similarly to regular content with the exception of and additional "Comments" link after the content body.

· The link opens a pop-up window which displays previously entered/approved
· After submitting a comment, a message is displayed informing the visitor of the moderation process.
· The comments form allows users to preview and enter new comments.

· The number of comments, which have been approved, is displayed after the comments link.

· Michigan.gov Registered users, who are logged in, have their first name entered in the name field by default.

· The Right Navigation is constrained to showing only other Blog type content for "Related Content".

New CMA and CDA Enhancements

Since our last quarterly meeting, we have introduced a number of enhancements to both the CMA and the CDA. 
1. Browse Category now has the default sort determined the same way as it is on the CDA. Additional sorting options are available on the Content ID, Title and Priority columns. An input field is available for entering a number to limit the number of records returned.

2. Content with future Release Date is now displayed in preview mode, which includes browsing from the W3 side. Links from components are not generated, though.

3. RSS Agency feeds

· RSS Link/Image in right navigation under the three links for "State Departments", "State Sponsored Sites" and Statewide Online Services".

· Uses special flag of RA (which doesn't mean anything in particular)

· Always available from the /som portal, only available from agency sites when any RSS feed is defined in the site.

· Requires container cache clear to display.

· This page lists all RSS feeds for the state/site.

· Portal (/som) listing sorted by agency.
· Within the CDA, the RSS listing page will not be indexed by search engines (RA special flag)
4. Browse Categories

· content list now shows "expired" if content expiration date has passed.

· use cookie to save number of content records to display.

· added links to display all records.

· added Add Asset link after Associated Asset section.

5. SmartCache

· The cache will now clear for content when new assets are associated.

6. CMA - Edit Asset

· Added Category Association shortcut (similar to Asset association shortcut for content)

7. Left Navigation
· CMA will now display link to Redirect list for Site Administrators.
· CDA will now support for External Link type content to open in new window.
8. The “Browse Categories” option in the CMA now has a corrected date compare for expiration date showing (Expired) status.
9. The component display in the CDA body has up to 4000 characters in short description.
Podcasting is Introduced to Michigan.gov

“Podcasting" is a term which originates from the words “broadcast” and “iPod”.  Podcasting is a method of publishing audio broadcasts via the Internet, allowing users to subscribe to a feed of new files,usually MP3s.  Podcasting is distinct from other types of online media delivery because of its subscription model, which uses a feed, such as RSS, to deliver an enclosed file. Podcasting enables independent producers to create self-published, syndicated "radio shows," and gives broadcast radio programs a new distribution method. Listeners may subscribe to feeds using "podcatching" software, which periodically checks for and downloads new content automatically. Some podcatching software is also able to copy podcasts to portable music players. Any computer or digital audio player with audio-playing software can play podcasts. 
e-Michigan has just completed a new CMA enhancement, which will also you to add podcasting to Michigan.gov websites. You can use the component modifier in the CMA, which now has mutually exclusive checkboxes for RSS and Podcast. Help text has also been included. In the CDA, there are generic components, which link to an individual xml file for single MP3s and for all MP3s in a component list.
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
