Merged and Disbanded Sites and Updating Links

HAL was the first, there will be more to come. As departments are disbanded and/or merged the web sites are being taken down and merged accordingly. Links to content in the original sites will need to be updated to maintain integrity. In the CMA, there is a redirect program in place which will convert the URL for us and route the customer to the new page.

HOWEVER, when we move to WCM, this will no longer be available to us. Therefore, links to these pages must be updated prior to the migration. These links cannot be found doing a link-checker report because they come up as valid links due to the automatic re-routing taking place in the CMA. They cannot be replaced by running a program against the database because the changes for each page are too unique. They must be made by hand.
The changes only apply to CONTENT – NOT to Assets. Assets are not being moved.

The instructions below all have examples relating to HAL because that was the first site done. However, you will be able to use these same instructions in the future when other sites are move, disbanded, or merged.
What needs to be corrected and how.
1. URLs that point to content (NOT ASSETS) that have /hal/ hard coded in the Link URL field. EXAMPLE:
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This is a link piece of content. You will have to find this content by searching in the CMA by Title:
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Edit this piece of content and correct the URL. 
You will know the correct URL by clicking on the link in the web page above. It will take you to the correct URL. Note the difference between the 2 URLs.
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2. URLs that point to content (NOT ASSETS) that have /hal/ hard coded in the BODY field. EXAMPLE: 
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When you click the link you are taken to the proper URL.

Note the significant difference between the 2 URLs.

Use this to replace the wrong URL in the code for content 107240, above.
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
